Next DAS Ice Fishing Outing

The DAS will have our 2" outing on the Canadian side
of Lake St. Clair on Feb. 15, 2014. We will be fishing
out of St. Lukes (Tom’s Duck Club) at the end of Ri-
vard Rd.

Buying a Canadian license is quite expensive but
can be used year round in different locations such as
Erieau, the Canadian side of the Detroit River, etc. We
will have a big fish prize for $5.00. Fishing will most
likely end at 3pm with the weigh in to follow.

This type of fishing requires some type of transporta-
tion (ATV, snowmobile, or car) to get to the fishing

grounds usually 1 to 7 miles out. Make sure your auger
is sharp because the ice can be pretty thick by this time.

The fishing here can be fantastic with jumbo perch
the norm. The trick is to be mobile; keep an eye on
where the people are moving to stay on top of the fish.
Everything works here; jigging spoons seem to catch
the big ones. Silver, brass, copper, with colored beads,
Ken’s Hook Slab Grabbers or Gusters can do the trick.
Bait stores can be found at: Lighthouse Cove, Ducky’s
at Stoney Point, Mitchell’s Bay and Bass Haven.

Lake Huron Atlantic Salmon
Program Grows

(Reprinted from The 2014 Northern Lake Huron Management Unit (NLHMU) newsletter)

Most anglers know that Lake Huron is changing right before our
eyes, and we have made some changes to fish stocking at our
Huron side ports. Atlantic salmon have been stocked in the St.
Marys River for decades by LSSU, and now that program is getting a
boost. Fisheries Division has increased our capacity for Atlantic
salmon rearing, and we have focused additional experimental stock-
ing not only in the St. Marys River, but also at our Alpena and Os-
coda ports. Our unit worked with the public to identify the best possi-
ble stocking locations with these additional, but limited, yearling fish.
Atlantic salmon have a much different feeding strategy than Chinook
salmon, and it is believed that they will thrive in the different forage
base that exists today in Lake Huron. After an initial stocking in
2013, look for returns of these fish as soon as 2014!

DNR releases information on actively
managing cormorants
The Michigan Department of Natural Resources (DNR) today an-

nounced figures from its efforts with federal partners to actively
manage cormorants in several parts of Michigan.

For years anglers have ob-
served cormorants feeding
in their favorite fishing spots,
with substantial increases in
bird numbers over the past
few decades. These obser-
~|vations have concerned
anglers about the potential
effects cormorants may be

: - dhaving on the fish they are
targeting. In response to these growing concerns, the federal gov-
ernment enacted a depredation order in 2003 that authorized
states, tribes and the U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) to
conduct cormorant management, with the U.S. Fish and Wildlife
Service overseeing the process. Under this authority, the DNR
developed management goals at several cormorant breeding colo-
nies across the state to determine what, if any, impacts cormo-
rants were having on the state’s fishery resources. On-the-ground
work to meet these goals is conducted by USDA’'s Wildlife Ser-
vices, which began oiling eggs and culling cormorants in the Les
Cheneaux Islands in 2004.

Since that time, Wildlife Services has expanded its operations to
include efforts at Thunder Bay (Alpena), Beaver Island, Ludington
and Bays de Noc (Escanaba), with the culling of up to 10,000
birds per year for the past several years. Subsequently, cormorant
nesting populations have been reduced anywhere from 54 percent
to 94 percent at peak nesting counts at these locations. In colo-
nies where management efforts have been conducted, the esti-
mated cormorant nest count in Michigan waters has gone from
more than 23,000 in 2007 to less than 10,000 in 2013.

In addition to these efforts, Wildlife Services has directed volun-
teer groups in harassment programs at many inland lakes and
Great Lakes bays during spring migration periods. Volunteer
groups also assisted in cormorant harassment programs during
stocking events at many Great Lakes ports. Each year, manage-
ment locations are mutually agreed-upon by a coordination com-
mittee composed of representatives of several federal, state and
tribal agencies.

It's difficult to evaluate the effects of cormorant management and
its relationship to sport-fish populations due to constantly chang-
ing food-web dynamics, including the establishment of invasive
species throughout the Great Lakes,” said Steve Scott, Michigan
DNR fisheries biologist. “Fisheries surveys have shown an in-
crease in sport-fish populations during the same period cormorant
populations were declining in areas where activities have been
conducted. We are seeing some very encouraging results in fish-
eries at several locations, and anglers are reporting improve-
ments. We are very pleased with the progress we are making
through our partnership with Wildlife Services."
