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Oakland Christian Salmon Release at River Woods Park, May 9, 2013

At 7:30 AM on Thursday May 9th, before school would start, |
checked in at Oakland Christian School to move the Salmon
into coolers for release in the Clinton River. | had an audience
of 2nd, 3rd, and 4th graders, about a dozen, who are dropped
off at school early because of parental employment. The kids
found it very exciting to watch me net the smolts and move
them to the coolers. They tried to identify each fish by name
as | moved the smolts into the coolers.

After getting the coolers down to the river by “Red
Rider” wagon, the temperature acclimation started. About 3
gallons of river water was switched out in each cooler about
every 15 minutes. The coolers were aerated during the lengthy
release process. Jody Robinson, Blaise Pewinski and Mark
Carlson, in waders, arrived near the end of three water cycles.

About 9:45 AM the school bus arrived at the park with the 8th
grade Science class from the Oakland Christian School. The
day was sunny, clear and warm, a perfect day for this part of
the project. Michael McCoy, their Science teacher, and sev-
eral parents lined them up and explained the release process.
Jody and Blaise bagged the fish in pairs for the students. Mark
stood in the river to catch any kids that could have slipped off
the muddy bank into the river and took photos of each student
as they released their smolts.

Many students had the opportunity to release more
than one bag of smolts, the students enjoyed watching them
swim into the river. However, several smolts were still around
hiding in the weeds when we left. All in all, 159 smolts were
released with hopes that they would survive and grow up.

When setting your spreads high divers, downriggers, lead,
and copper all work well. Spoons with orange on them
are the way to go, my go to spoon is the Jerry Lee. You
will still do well with dolphin patterns, copper melon, pur-
ple boxers, greasy chicken wing and mixed veggies too. |
have noticed that copper spoons work the best and pre-

fer the smaller size silver streaks. If you are looking for
some walleye copper hot rod and confusion are some
good spoons to run, and the sheep head like anything that
goes by so keep those lines clean. Hopefully this year we
will see the fishing to be a little more like we are used to
from this great steelhead port. | am thinking the cooler
weather this year will help keep the fish around the area
this year.

We have the pavillion reserved for the weigh in and lunch
afterwards, and for you guys just coming for the day start
time has been changed to 7 am with fish calls at 9 and 12
pull lines at 2pm. Captains meeting at 6am instead of
5am, | hope to see you there.
