Indy Crossroads Championships is a "stay to play" tournament. Inorder to participate inthe tournament, all
teams whose local high school is a distance of 60 miles or more from Monument Circle in downtown
Indianapolis are REQUIRED TO BOOK THEIR LODGING IN AN ICC ROOOM BLOCK THROUGH OUR
PARTNER TOTAL EVENT SERVICES (TES) OR PAY A $500 OPT-OUT FEE BEFORE THEY'LL BE ADDED
TO THE TOURNAMENT SCHEDULE. Teams within a 60 mile radius that choose to book lodging, MUST
ALSO BOOK THEIR LODGING IN AN ICC ROOOM BLOCK THROUGH OUR PARTNER TES OR PAY A
$500 OPT-OUT FEE BEFORE THEY'LL BE ADDED TO THE TOURNAMENT SCHEDULE.

TES has secured specially discounted hotels rooms at some of the best hotels in the area that are lose to
the fields where your team will play.

Teams will be given choices of hotels inthe area where they are playing. The discounted room block rates
are lower than teams can obtain directly through the hotels and booking websites.

*Your team MUST be registered for the tournament and tournament fee be paid in full before you are
eligible to book your lodging.
