When one
such foray forces her to flee Nazareth for her safety shortly before Jesus’s public ministry be-
gins, she makes her way with Yaltha to Alexandria, where she eventually finds refuge and
purpose in unexpected surroundings.

Grounded in meticulous historical research and written with a reverential approach to Je-
sus’s life that focuses on his humanity, The Book of Longings is an inspiring account of one
woman’s bold struggle to realize the passion and potential inside her, while living in a time,
place, and culture devised to silence her. --- from Goodreads
