2 Cups Wheat 2/3 Cup Sugar {
from , 3Qts. Water 1/3 Cup Honey, dissolved in 3/4 cup hot water
Around the World! 1Cup Poppy Seed 1/2 Cup Chopped walnuts, almonds, or pecans

Dry wheat in 250°F oven for 1 hour, stir occasionally. Wash, soak in cold water

overnight. Next morning, bring wheat to a boil, simmer 3-4 hours, until kernels burst open.

Scald poppy seed, simmer 3-5 minutes. Drain, grind twice using the finest blade of food chopper. Set aside.
Combine honey and sugar in hot water. Set aside. Before serving, add sweetened mixture, poppy seed and
nuts to cooled, boiled wheat.
