
DESCRIPTION AND DISPLAY OF AWARDS:

A. Medal of Honor:  The Medal of Honor has twelve gold stars on a green field.

B. Distinguished Service Award:  The Distinguished Service Award is green in
color with yellow tips at each end.

C. Award of Merit:  The Award of Merit is green, white and blue in color. It is worn above
the badge with the green closest to the center of the body.

D. Unit Citation / Commendation:  The Unit Citation is blue in color with a gold appurtenance
star

E. Letter of Commendation:  The Letter of Commendation Award is red, white and blue in
color.  It is worn above the badge with the red closest to the center of the body. A number
in the middle will display the number of letter of commendation earned in the deputies
career with the Carbon County Sheriff’s Office.

F. Service Award: The service Award is alternating narrow green and wider yellow bands.
A number in the middle will display the number of service awards earned in the deputies
career with the Carbon County Sheriff’s Office.
