· He changes to show us revelation
· Both His garments (Represents Motives-pure movies) and His face (His Presence)had changed
· The Holy Spirit CHANGES us

	· This is why bringing a Jewish Context to the Holy Writ is vital
· Moses and Elijah represent the TaNaKh’s Biblical Revelation. (Moses-Law/Elijah-Prophets)

· Peter treats the three the same way with the same status and this is wrong, only Jesus is the ONLY

	· Peter was still speaking
· They hear the voice of GOD from the cloud
· Hearing with the purpose of obedience (Many listen, but do not hear)

	· Exceedingly fearful- you are not going to High-Five God
· Get up, rise up-In the Greek means they could not do it by themselves, but needed help (Passive)
· After looking up with their eyes, they so no one EXCEPT Jesus
· The main lesson of this factual even is for the world to see Jesus’ DIVINITY.  
· Pop Quiz, why did Jesus come into this world?  -John 17:3
