
Do we have to patrol ?

Absolutely not! While your group may
choose to patrol your neighborhood,
you are not required to do so. What you 
can expect is a visit from a crime
prevention specialist who will teach your 
group how to:

• Identify & report suspicious activity 
and hazards

• Maintain contact with your Police 
District to learn about crime trends in 
your neighborhood

• Communicate crime and emergency 
info to your neighbors

• Identify those neighbors who might 
have special needs in an emergency

• Identify other crime prevention 
resources that can be available to your 
neighborhood

• Identify other opportunities individuals 
and groups have to serve their 
neighborhoods

• Use Operation Identification 

What is Arlington
Neighborhood Watch ?

Arlington Neighborhood Watch is a
voluntary community-based effort
where neighbors join together to
enhance safety in their neighborhoods. 
Citizens understand they have a 
responsibility to keep their neighborhoods 
safe for their families.

Neighborhood Watch is an effective
and inexpensive way to help make
neighborhoods safer by:

• Reporting suspicious activity

• Helping neighbors be prepared for 
community emergencies

• Building community pride

• Identifying hazards

• Promoting neighborhood 
communication

How does Neighborhood 
Watch make my neighborhood
safer ?

Neighborhood Watch is community
empowerment and a weapon against
criminal behavior. Neighbors joining
together to care about their community
create a cohesiveness that helps them
know their neighbors and be more
aware of criminal or suspicious activity
in their neighborhood. By reporting
suspicious or criminal activity, as well
as hazardous conditions that might be
seen, neighborhoods become safer
because of those neighbors who care.
