Upper beds chiefly pink, red, and
gray clay with interbedded irregular sand lenses that grade
wnto clay lenses; basal part gravel, sand, or arkose overlying
crystalline rocks. Thickens eastward to 700 feet or more.
Contains 1 boma;l&lant remains, and lignite; tree trunks
