the subdivision of "SECTION FOUR, PINE RIDGE", and the streets
designated on the said plat are hereby dedicated as public
streets. The said subdivision is made in accordance with the
desire of the said owner and proprietor, and in accordance with
the statutes of Virginia governing the subdividing and platting
of land.

The following protective covenants are to run with the
land:

1. All lots in the tract shall be known and described as
residential lots, except lots numbered ONE (1). EIGHTY-TWO (82)

and EIGHTY-THREE (8;), which shall be reserved for business and/or

churches or schools, if so desired by Eakin Properties, Incorpo-
rated, or its assigns. No structures shall be erected, altered,
placed, or permitted to remain on any residential building plot

other than one detac~ed single-family dwelling not to exceed

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two and one-half ~t~r1;; in height, and a private garaga for not
more than three cars, and other outbuildings incidental to
residential use of the plot.

2. No building shall be erected, placed, or altered on any
building plot in this subdivision until the building plans,
specifications and plot plan showing the location of such build-
ing have been approved in writing as to confo~ity and harmony of
external design with existing structures in the subdivision and
as to location of the building with respect to topography and

finished ground elevation, by a committee composed of J. R. Eakin,
Charlotte C. Montgomery and Ruth Pearson Eakin, or by a represen-
tative designated by a majority of the members of said committee.
In the event of death or resignation of any member of said
committee, the remaining member, or members, shall have fUll
authority to approve or disapprove such design and location, or
to designate a representative with like authority. In the event
said committee or its designated representative fails to approve
or disapprove such design and location within thirty (,0) days
after said plans and specifications have been submitted to it or
in the event, if no suit to enjoin the erection of such building
or the making of such alterations has been commenced prior to the
completion thereof, such approval will not be required and this
covenant will be deemed to have been fully complied with. Neither
the members of such cOmmittee, nor its designated representative
shall be entitled to any compensation for services performed
pursuant to this covenant. The powers and duties of such
committee and of its designated representative shall cease on and

•
after January 1, 1955. Thereafter the approval described in this
covenant shall not be required unless, prior to said date and
effective thereon, a written instruMent shall be executed by the
then record owners of a majority of the lots in this subdivision
and duly recorded appointing a representative, or representatives,
who sh&l thereafter exercise the same powers previously exercised
by sa1d committee.

,. No building shall be located on any residentIal build1ng
plot nearer than f1fty (50) feet to the front lot line,'nor nearer
than twenty-rive (25) teet to any side street line, sIde lot line
or rear lot line.

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10. These covenants are to run with the land and shall be

5. No noxious or offensive trade or activity shall be
carried on upon any lot nor shall anything be done thereon which
may be or become an annoyance or nuisance to the neighborhood.

6. No trailer, basement, tent, shack, garage, barn or other
outbuilding erected in the tract shall at any tLme be used as a
residence temporarily or permanently, nor shall any structure of
a temporary character be used as a residence. No privies or
similar out-houses shall be erected.

7. No dwelling costing less than $6,000.00 shall be
permitted on any lot in the tract. The ground floor area of the
main structure, exclusive of one-story porches and garages, shall
be not less than 700 square feet in the case of a one-story
structure nor less than 450 square feet in the case of a one-and-
one-half, two or two-and-one-hal1' story structure.

8. That no bUl1dlng shall be placed, nor shall any material
or refuse be placed or stored on any lot within 20 feet 01' propert
line of any park or edge of any open water course, except that
clean fill may be placed nearer to the lot line provided the
natural water course is not altered or blocked by such fill.

9· No persons of any race other than the Caucas~an race
shall use or occupy any bUl1ding or any lot, except that this
covenant shall not prevent occupancy by domestic servants or a
di1'ferent race domiciled with an owner or tenant.

binding on all parties and all persons claiming under them until
January 1, 1970, at which time said covenants shall be auto-
matically extended for successive periods of ten years unless by
vote of a majori ty or the then owner-a of the lots it is agreed
to change said covenants in whole or in part.
