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4. No residential structure shall be erected or placed on any building
plot, which plot has an area of lees than 3g,000 sq ft. or a width of les8
than 100 feet at the front building setback 11ne.

5. No noxious or offensive trade or activity shall be carried on upon
any lot nor shall anything be done thereon which may be or become an an_
noyance or nuisance to the neighborhood.

6. No trailer, bassmsnt, tent, shack, garage, barn or other outbuilding
erected in the tract shall at any time be used as a residence temporarily
or permanently, nor shall any structurs of a temporary character be used as a
residence.

7. No dwelling costing less than $4,000.00 shall be permitted on any lot
in the tract. The ground floor area of the main structure, exclusive of one-
story porches and garages, shall be not less than 700 square feet in the case
of a one-story structure nor less than 450 square feet in the case of a one-
and-one-half, two or two and one-half story structure.

g. That no building shall be placed, nor shall any material or refU8e
be placed or stored on any lot within 20 feet of property line of any Park
or edge of any open water oourse, except that clean fill may be placed nearer
to the lot line provided the natural water course is not altered or blocked
by such fill.

9. Both private or semi-publio water supply and sewer disposal systsm
may be looated on the same building plot or within or adjacent to this
subdivision to serve any building plot in the subdivision provided written
approval has been given by the Health Authorities having Jurisdiction stating
that such water supply and sewerage disposal system are satisfaotory to serve
all lot~. taking into consideration the conditions and hazards which can
reasonably be expected to exist when all lots to which these oovenants apply
have been built up with residenoes.

11. These covenants are to run with the land and shall be binding on all
parties and all persona olaiming under them until January I, 1966, at which
time said oovenants shall be automatically extended for sucoessive periods
of 10 years unless by vote of a majority of the then owners of the lots it
is agreed to ohange said covenants in whole or in part.

12. If the parties hereto, or any of them, or their heirs or assigns,
shall violate or attempt to violate any of the covenants herein it shall be
lawfUl for any other person or persons owning any real property situated in

suoh oovenant and either to prevent him or them from so doing or to recover
damages or other dues for such violation.
