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3 Bracket Installation

1. Take out the bracket sheet from the accerssory bag, place it in the card slot of the 
product backboard in a vertical direction, and it into the left and right grooves in a 
counterclockwise direction (See figure below).
2. Pus the bracket sheet to the top (See figure 2).
3. Place the bracket ring upward and tighten it with two M4*12 screws (See figure 3).

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4 Operating Instructions

The heater must provide the appropriate voltage and frequency (AC220-240V, 50Hz), 
and be connected to a seperate, properly grounded branch circuit, protected by a 
circuit breaker that complies with the wiring rules. The position can only be operated 
when the heater is in an upright position. 

ONE:
1. Press                  the main swith key of the product, and                 the blue indicator 
light of the touch key icon lights up, and the display does not display.

1. Touch the switch key and press                 once, the blue indicator light remains 
unchanged, PO is displayed, and the product does not work.
2. Touch the power button and press                 2 times, the blue indicator light turns red, 

F1 is displayed, and the product starts to work.
3. By analogy, there are nine levels in total, that is, touch the switch key and press 10 
times, the indicator light is red and F9 is displayed.
4. Touch the switch key and press                11 time, the indicator light turns blue and PO 
is displayed.

1. Touch the timming key and press                once, the blue indicator light remains

Power Button Timing Key Oscillating Head

1. Do not use the heater with a programmer, timer, separate remote-control system or any other device that switches 
the heater on automatically, since a fire risk exists if the heater is covered or positioned incorrectly.
2. It’s dangerous to install the appliance close to curtains and other combustible materials.
3. Do not use the heater in reach of a shower, bath or a swimming pool.
4. Heater is not located immediately below a socket-outlet.
5. If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the manufacturer, its service agent or a similarly qualified 
person in order to avoid a hazard.
6. In order to avoid overheating, do not cover the heater.
7. This appliance can be used by children aged from 8 years and above and persons with reduced physical, sensory or 
mental capabilities or lack of experience and knowledge if they have been given supervision or instruction concerning 
use of the appliance in a safe way and understand the hazards involved children shall not play with the appliance.

Important Instructions
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Remote Control Operation

1. Press the remote control swith, the display shows PO
2. Press the key         1 time, that is, the first gear, the blue indicator         light of the 
touch screen key turns red, and the display show F1, which is 10% of the total power.
3. Press the key         2 times, that is, the second gear, the touch screen         key 
indicator is red, and the display shows F2, that is.
4. And so on. A total of nine gears.
5. Press the key        to downshift.
6. Press the button        once for half of the total power. The display shows P1
7. Press the button        twice for the full range of the total power. The display shows P2.
8. Touch the oscillating head key and press it        once, the oscillating head function is 
turned on, and the product starts to rotate. 

5 2. Touch the power button and press                  twice, the blue indicator light turns red, 
and the display shows 01
3. Touch the timer key and press                 3 times, the indicator light is red, and the 
display shows 02
4. By analogy, the timming is 24 hours. 
5. Touch the oscillating head key and press it                  once, the oscillating head 
function is turned on, and the product starts to rotate.               

Maintenance:

• Turn off the circuit breaker before maintenance and let the unit cool completely.
• To keep heater clean, the outer shell may be cleaned with a soft, damp cloth. You may use a mild 
detergent if necessary. After cleaning, dry the unit with a soft cloth.
• DO NOT use alcohol, gasoline, abrasive powders, furniture polish, or rought brushes to clean the 
heater. This may cause damage or deterioration to the surface of the heater.
• Although this heater is outdoor approved (balconies and patios). DO NOT immerse the heater in 
water for your safety. Wait until the unit is completely dry before use. 

Storage:

If the heater will not be used for a long period of time, store it in a cool, dry location when not in 
use To prevent dust and dirt build-up, use the original packaging to repack unit.

Trouble Shooting:

If the heater will not operate, please check the following before seeking repair of service:
• Check if electricity to the main fuse is working.
• Make certain the power switches are turned on. If not, choose a setting.
