Handle of “M” is interchangeable with tow hitch”N”. To change handle to tow hitch, pull the cotter pin in the locking
pin located on the connector of “M”. Remove the locking pin and pull handle of the steering bar. Slide the square
connector “N” into the square connector of the steering bar. Replace the locking pin and secure with cotter pin.
