
Serviceberry (Amelanchier spp.)
TREE APPEARANCE

Type:  deciduous
Form:   small tree or large shrub; globular
at maturity; often multi-stemmed
Mature height: 15 - 20 feet
Spread:  8 - 25 feet
Flowers:  white flowers in late March/April
Fall color:  varies from yellow to
apricot-orange to dull, rusty red
Fruit:  delicious purplish black edible 
berries in June; attractive to birds
Growth rate:  moderate

CULTURE

Soil:  average to dry soils
Light:  full sun to part shade

NOTES

One of the first trees to bloom in spring;
delicious fruit; subject to rose diseases; 
also known as Juneberry or Shadbush
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
