FISH HAWKS FLUKE TRIP SEPTEMBER 8, 2021 
 

“The Sky above and the Water below” 
The weather held out even though there were small craft warnings and the iffy forecast on 
Fishweather & Marine Buoy Data. 
But here we were 19 of us and the only boat in the ocean! Wow!!! All the fish to ourselves we 
thought, but as the day ended only 5 keepers were measured.   
First drop, I got a 17.5 fluke and a few fluke babies, then it was very quiet up in the bow. There 
were some big Sea Bass that were kissed and released near the stern. a couple of giant sea robins, 
dogfish and yes, a “rockfish” about a 10-pound piece of rock was hooked by Al Carruth, it took 
the two mates to bring it up hand over hand. Bob Gay also caught a big chunk of mussel bed.   
But, in my opinion the fluke bite just wasn’t there.  
We drifted over rocks and other bottom stuff that many of my jigs and sinkers had big dings, not 
to mention the number lost to snags.  I lost at least 6 full rigs—bummer, So back to the cabin to 
get some more jigs & rigs.                                                                                                                                                         
By 10.30 many of us started to get into those big, wonderful raps and sandwiches with drinks, 
chips that “Whitey and the club supplies—but the show must go on so back to fishing.  The two 
mates, Jake and Drew were helpful to net or unsnag us and themselves. We anchored up when 
drifting was unproductive and a many of us still lost rigs to snags as the boat rocked back and 
forth from the swells and wind.  
 It seemed useless at times when 10 ounces didn’t hold bottom. 
When the final horn blew twice, we headed home back to the dock safe and a little tired.                                                                                                                          

Bob Pots son caught the biggest fluke a 25-inch 
beauty that won the pool.
