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Hazzanôs Notes 

        

             Purim and Passover Connections 

 

Purim and Passover are celebrated only one month apart, but their themes represent       
opposite ends of the Diaspora experience.  The functional meaning of Diaspora for        
Jews has been the experience of living outside the Land of Israel.  Both of these Bible     
narratives are set in a Diaspora environment, but they have opposite outcomes. 

Almost every culture throughout the world somehow celebrates the arrive of Spring,        
with    its emergence of new life among trees, plants and animals.  For agricultural            
reasons,   many farming cultures also have a burst of "letting loose" at the end of            
Winter, such as Mardi Gras or Purim.  This may be connected to the using up of the            
previous crops and cleaning out their storage bins to make a dry, vermin-free place to   
store the upcoming new crops of grains and legumes. 

Our ancient Israelite ancestors were nomads before they became farmers.  In most of  
the Diaspora, we have been merchants and artisans rather than nomads or farmers.        
Passover is set (according to many historians) in the long reign of Ramses II in Egypt,    
during the 1200's B.C.E.  Purim might be set during the reign of Artaxerses II in Persia    
(now Iran), during the 400's B.C.E. 
 

Whether our place in the surrounding society was as nomads or merchant / artisans,          
we have often been considered outsiders by our host societies.  What have been our   
group responses to this situation?  Passover and Purim give opposite answers. 

In the Passover narrative, we leave our Diaspora home of four centuries, and spend        
forty years journeying back to the Land of Israel.  This does not mean that Jews were   
done with Egypt forever ï the Jewish population of Alexandria during the Hellenistic        
Period was comparable to the entire Jewish population of Judea. 

In the Purim narrative, the Jewish community comes under attack, but it does not leave.                
Instead, through court intrigue the mastermind Haman is removed, and the community 
fights  back.  The result is that there was a flourishing Diaspora Jewish community in      
Persia for almost 2,500 years, until the Islamic Revolution in 1979. 

Two holidays, two Middle Eastern Jewish experiences set about 1,000 years apart, and  
two different outcomes.  In the "big picture", one might say that during the 20th century     
we Jews have recreated both versions of these Diaspora situations.  Like our Israelites     
ancestors who left Egypt over 3,000 years ago, we have returned to the Land of Israel.   
Like the Diaspora Jews who survived a threat in Persia over 2,000 years ago, many of      
us voluntarily choose to remain settled in the Diaspora, rather than to live in Israel.  

In the 20th century, the modern State of Israel survived several wars with Egypt.  In the  
21st century, it is now Iran that threatens Israel with nuclear annihilation.  Meanwhile,       
the Diaspora Jewish community in America is strong, and European Jews are slowly       
rebuilding from the ashes of the Holocaust.  The lessons of both Purim and Passover      
remain vibrant and relevant for us in 2018.

In consideration of Hazzan Schwartz acting as my agent for the sale of my Chametz, I 
would like to make a non-obligatory donation of $ _________ to a Ma'ot Chittim Fund, for 
the purpose of helping purchase Passover foods for those in need.  This charitable 
Fund will be managed through the Cantor's Discretionary Fund in a confidential manner,  
so as to not embarrass any recipients of anonymous financial help for Passover food. 

I understand that this signed form will be mailed or brought to Hazzan Neil Schwartz  
at Agudath Achim Synagogue during the month of March, no later than mid-morning on 
Monday, March 26

th
 (along with any voluntary donation to a Ma'ot Chittim Fund), and that 

my name will be included in the Contract of Sale that will be finalized on Friday, March 
30
th
, 2018. I also understand  that sending or bringing this form, and any voluntary            

donation, in a timely manner will help with purchasing Passover food for the needy    
before Pesach.

 German-born Dutch photographer Annemie Wolff took formal portraits of  Amsterdamôs 
Jews at a time of great danger both for her and for her subjects during  the German occu-
pation of The Netherlands. Some of these photos were taken for false papers to aid these 
individuals in their escape. Other images were taken as mementos for friends, relatives in 
camps or of remembrances of children when parents went into hiding. 

 

These previously lost works, rediscovered in 2008 by Dutch photo historian Simon Kool, 
help illuminate an untold story of Jewish life in Amsterdam during the Holocaust. This 
exhibition is supported by the Van Thyn lecture series, which honors Rose and Louis Van 
Thyn, Holocaust survivors who dedicated themselves to retelling their stories so that  
people would not forget or repeat those horrors.
