Example: Steer
The buyer makes the highest bid at $3
per pound on a 1,000 pound steer. The
buyer will pay $3000 and a $570.00

processing fee for a total of $3,570.00
for the steer. The animal is then sent to

harvest at no additional cost to the

buyer. It will be returned cut and
wrapped in the “Standard Cut,” unless
otherwise specified by the buyer on the

cut sheet.

Example: Swine
The buyer makes the highest bid of $4
per pound on a 250 pound hog. The
buyer will pay $1000 and a $150.00
processing fee for a total of $1,150.00
for the hog. The animal is then sent to
harvest at no additional cost to the
buyer. It will be returned, cut and
wrapped in the “Standard Cut,” unless
otherwise specified by the buyer on the
cut sheet.
