	Job Summary: The Native American Graves Protection and Repatriation Act (NAGPRA) Coordinator, under general supervision of the Tribal Historic Preservation Officer, will assist with re-establishing, developing and coordinating a comprehensive NAGPRA program. The NAGPRA Coordinator will apply for and administer Federal NAGPRA grants, monitor compliance with NAGPRA and the National Historic Preservation Act (NHPA) by federally funded institutions holding NAGPRA collections, and build partnerships with institutions that hold NAGPRA collections to achieve repatriation of ancestral remains and associated funerary items.
	Qualifications: Applicant should have at least an Associate's Degree in Anthropology or related field, or a combination of education and experience may be substituted for a degree; one year (1) of experience working on NAGPRA compliance projects and/or experience working with Cultural Programs, Archaeological Projects and/or other Government Entities; experience conducting research in areas specific to cultural preservation; and knowledge and experience working with cultural diversities.
	Requirements: (1) Valid OK State driver's license & must remain insurable under the Tribe's policy, or obtain within 90 days of hire, (2) Ability to facilitate problem solving which deals with emotionally volatile issues, and contend with the clash of traditional Native American and dominant culture values and perspectives, (3) Establish effective working relationships with a wide range of people including, but not limited to, the following: archaeological consultants, federal and state agency staffs, community officials, members of the community and the public, (4) Have good oral and written communication skills, (5) Able to work independently as well as collaboratively, (6) Be proficient with Microsoft Suite, or obtain training within 90 days of hire, and (7) Conduct business in a service-oriented manner that is attentive, pleasant, respectful and kind when dealing with institutional actors, visitors, co-workers and others.
