· Outreach meeting on February 1 at the Culture Hub in Oklahoma City.
· Outreach meeting in March at Texas Native Health in Dallas/Arlington.

· Louise Smith: Is council working on establishing veteran’s services for Caddo Nation? Could the office maintain a list of Caddo veterans for outreach.
· Chairman met with VA about coordinating services.
· Vice-Chairman Factor currently working with Bruce Gonzalez/Delaware Nation on veteran group.

· Dr. Kelly Irvine: Offered to assist with telehealth mental health services.

· Sydney Samaniego: What are elders to do about dental now that the denturist is no longer active?
