1. Those accepted as a crafter or artist will only be allowed to exhibit handmade articles. No costume jewelry and/or manufactured items allowed. ITEMS TO BE REMOVED WILL BE AT THE DISCRESTION OF THE STREET FAIR COMMITTEE.

2. First time Crafters or Artists - Photos must accompany your application and will be returned if requested or if your application is not accepted for any reason. 

3. Exhibitors are responsible for their own tables and setup for their 12 ft. wide x 15 ft. long space.  Canopies or umbrellas with weights are permitted but must not extend beyond your space.

4. Applications are first come first serve basis, and we expect to sell out.  Applications will be accepted while space is available and we may sell out earlier in certain crafter mediums (ie. jewelry).
5. If your application is accepted, there will be NO REFUNDS of the show fee for cancellations due to illness, accident, weather or other reasons. Should bad weather occur please bring a tarp to protect your merchandise. Cancellation either or both days due to weather is at the sole discretion of the Burlington Mercer Chamber of Commerce.
6. You must have your New Jersey Sales Tax Certificate with you both days.

7. No loud radios or loud music is allowed at your booth.  Quiet Generators only are permitted.

8. Food Vendor spaces are available. The Street Fair Committee reserves the right to approve menus to limit duplication.  Once approved all documents required by the Burlington County Health Department must be submitted by 5/1/25.  If required, Food Vendors must have a fire extinguisher on site and conform to all fire inspector and health inspector codes.
9. The sale or service of alcoholic beverages is prohibited.

10. Leashed and well-behaved pets are permitted; however, you must be responsible.  The Street Fair Committee reserves the right to ask pets to be removed from the grounds if complaints are received.
11. You may only solicit from your assigned space; Outside solicitation is not permitted at the Street Fair.

12. Set-up is from 7AM to 9AM. NO VENDOR VEHICLES WILL BE ALLOWED INTO THE FAIR AFTER 9:00 AM. Park your car or light duty truck behind your assigned space and then setup facing the directed isle.  One vehicle per space.  Those with trailers, large trucks or additional vehicles will be directed to the vendor overflow parking area. Vendor vehicles will be allowed to leave the event after it ends at 5 PM, as the police direct it is safe to do so. No breakdown is allowed before 5:00 PM.
13. By participating you agree to release the Burlington Mercer Chamber of Commerce, their event organizers/staff, the Roebling Museum & the Township of Florence from any and all liability for any damage, injury or loss of any person or property.

14. All Vendor set up traffic must enter at Hornberger Avenue before 9 am.
15. Failure to show up may disqualify you from participation in future shows; there are no refunds.
16. The Street Fair Committee reserves the right to prohibit any exhibitor from participating if they do not follow the above rules and regulations and reserves the right to refuse any application for any reason.
