TOM

GWEN
I am overreacting? You had an
affair..with my sister no doubt and you
think I am overreacting??

TOM
Packing up and leaving without having a
conversation is an overreaction.

GWEN
What is there to talk about Tom? You want
me to stay here and listen to your silly
excuses? For what, because it won'’t make
a difference. We are done.

TOM
Gwen. .

GWEN
(cutting him off)
No..there is nothing you can say that can
make me understand or forgive you for
this. Nothing.

TOM
At least try and understand why it
happened.

GWEN

Understand why it happened? Are you
insane? You think I need a psycho
analysis on why you and my sister
betrayed me in the worst way possible?

Tom feels those words in his core.

TOM
I don’'t need to know anything else about

you or my sister ever again.
(MORE)



TOM (CONT’D)

Least of all how you two ended up in bed
together. I will never speak to either
one of you.. ever again. Next time you
hear from will be through my lawyer.

Gwen tries to grab hold of her suitcases and bag.

TOM (CONT'D)
What about Craig?

The name gives Gwen a cause for pause.

GWEN
What about our son? We’ll have to tell
him of course. He has to know. He’'s a big
boy now. He needs to understand
everything that happened. He needs to
understand the failure of the man that is
his father.

Tom looks sad at the thought. Gwen studies..

GWEN (CONT'D)
Why the long face? Better yet why are you
worried about Craig now? You didn’t think
of either one of us when you took my
sister to bed.

Gwen glares with disgust. After a few moments.....

GWEN (CONT'D)
(matter of fact)
Goodbye Tom.

Gwen returns to grabbing her suitcases. Tom moves in to
help.

TOM
Let me help you with that.

Gwen snaps.

GWEN
No! Don’t touch me. Don’t you ever touch
me again.

There is a sound coming from the front door. Within
seconds a woman enters the home.

GWEN (CONT'D)

SUZANNE

GWEN

are? My own sister is sleeping with my
husband. The sister that I practically
raised when our mother became
incapacitated. Very Sad. (a beat) Well
he’s all yours now. Enjoy him.

SUZANNE
I don’'t want him. What happened between
Tom and I was a mistake.

GWEN
Oh spare me. It doesn’t matter if it was
a mistake or by design. You are a grown
woman. You made an effort and that is
what makes you a backstabbing slut. Not a
mistake. Your actions.

SUZANNE
(careful)
Gwen, you know that I just lost my
husband...

GWEN
And so that means that you take mine?

SUZANNE
I don't mean it like that.

GWEN
Well you brought it up which is an odd
thing to say cause Bob’s death has zero
to do with you sleeping with my husband.
Zero. So just as I told Tom, save your
excuses. I have nothing to say to either
you....

Gwen grabs hold of her exit bags and heads towards the
door. Right before she disappears, she stops and turns
back to Suzanne and Tom. She takes a moment before..

GWEN (CONT'D)
When I was in the hospital with cancer
eating me on the inside, I thanked GOD
that I had you two by my side.

GWEN (CONT’D)

eating me on the outside.

Tom and Suzanne's faces drops. Gwen turns and exits the
home

Suzanne is shaken by the encounter.
SUZANNE

this was going to happen.

TOM
She was suspicious. I didn’'t want to lie
to her.

SUZANNE

Now was not a time to be noble Tom. Look
at the cost. She will never forgive us.

TOM
She just needs time.

SUZANNE
Time? Did you see her face? That is an
anger that time will not reverse.

Suzanne'’s frustration increases.

SUZANNE (CONT'D)
Everything just has to be your way.

TOM
So you’'re going to blame all of this on
me?

SUZANNE

I am saying you are a stubborn man who
doesn’t take no for an answer. I told you
not to tell her.

TOM

Suzanne moves away from Tom. It’s taking everything for
her not to cry.

SUZANNE
What did we do? We hurt Gwen.

Tom takes a moment to calm himself a bit.
TOM

We just have to be patient and wait until
she calms down.

SUZANNE
Do you have any idea of where she is
going?

TOM
No I don’t..maybe our beach home in
Gallante.

SUZANNE

Then I need to go and see her.

TOM
That is not a good idea.

SUZANNE
I have to do something. I can’t just let
her drift away like this

Suzanne heads for the door.

TOM
Now who is being stubborn?

Suzanne turns once again,
SUZANNE
She is my sister Tom. Like she said, she
practically raised me. I have to make
this right.

Suzanne exits the home.
