Providing	lunch	during	the	summer	program	ensures	that	students	can	focus	entirely

on	learning	—	not	on	hunger,	not	on	logistics,	not	on	anything	other	than	developing

their	craft.	It	is	a	small	act	with	an	outsized	impact,	and	it	reflects	exactly	what	the

Community	Matters	program	is	designed	to	do:	meet	people	where	they	are	and

support	the	work	that	is	already	making	a	difference.
