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PREAMBLE 
 
WHEREAS the Government of the Central African Republic has implemented strategies and 
created favorable conditions to attract private investors for the economic development of the 
country; 
 
CONSIDERING that the economic and social development policy of the Government of the 
CAR is to contribute to the creation of jobs, the reduction in poverty and the creation of social 
infrastructures such as housing, water, energy, schools and hospitals; 
 
CONSIDERING the need for the Government of the CAR to adapt its new investment strategies 
to the changes in the business climate both domestically and internationally, taking into account 
the socioeconomic and political circumstances that are in the public interest of the populations 
benefiting from projects in various areas; 
 
WHEREAS the Government of the CAR intends to introduce radically new investment 
strategies such as entering into Public-Private Partnerships (PPP) at the political level in order to 
award concessions for mineral resources using a method that creates the necessary critical mass 
and to set up the necessary infrastructure such as roads, railroads and energy that are 
prerequisites for the exploitation of mineral resources; 
 
WHEREAS the Ministry of Mines and Geology is the body of the Government of the CAR 
responsible for the administration and development of the mining sector; 
 
CONSIDERING the International Agreement for the Recognition and Establishment of 
Diplomatic Representation (ETMO) that has been entered into and signed between the two 
countries 
 
WHEREAS the Government of the Southern Cherokee Nation And The Red Fire People 
(SCNRFP) is prepared to provide assistance to the CAR in the area of Mining and Petroleum; 
 
WHEREAS the Government of the Central African Republic through the Ministry of Mines and 
Geology and the Government of the Southern Cherokee Nation And The Red Fire People 
(SCNRFP) recognize that there are strategic opportunities for them to cooperate and collaborate 
in a high-level Public-Public Partnership aimed at financial support and accelerating the 
economic growth and social development of the CAR; 
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CONSEQUENTLY, the Parties wish to define the terms and conditions of their understanding 
and cooperation as follows: 
 
ARTICLE I: OBJECT OF THE MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING 
 
The purpose of this Memorandum is to define the basis for collaboration between the Parties 
pending the finalization of specific agreements on mining and petroleum oil projects. 
 
ARTICLE 2: GOALS OF THE PROPOSED COLLABORATION 
 
The goals of the collaboration as described in Clause 3 of this Memorandum shall be addressed 
in separate specific agreements to be signed between the Parties on a project-by-project basis. 
 
ARTICLE 3: OBLIGATIONS OF THE PARTIES 
 
3.1 The Parties agree to create a method of communication between them for the purpose of 

their participation in mining and petroleum projects, including but not limited to the 
establishment and the means of operation of a joint group for the purpose of subsequent 
cooperation between the two countries. 

 
3.2 The Parties agree to carry out a feasibility study in order to devise plans for carrying out 

the various mining and petroleum projects within 60 days after signing this 
Memorandum. 

 
3.3 The Parties agree not to disclose in any way any document classified as secret (marked 

"Classified"). 
 
3.4 The Parties agree to carry out the projects listed in the Addendum in the order possible 

after signing the Specific Agreements covered by this Memorandum. 
 
3.5 The Parties agree to collaborate to accelerate economic growth and social development in 

the CAR by pursuing the following common goals: 
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3.5.1. The Government of the Southern Cherokee Nation And The Red Fire People (SCNRFP) 
agrees to provide technical and financial assistance for developing the mineral and 
petroleum resources of the Central African Republic. 

 
3.5.2. The Government of the Southern Cherokee Nation And The Red Fire People (SCNRFP) 

agrees to utilize its diverse skills to help accelerate economic growth and social 
development in the CAR by setting up essential infrastructure indispensable to the mining 
and petroleum projects. 

 
3.5.3. The Government of the Central African Republic, through the Ministry of Mines and 

Geology, agrees to support the initiatives of the Government of the Southern Cherokee 
Nation And The Red Fire People (SCNRFP). 

 
3.5.4. The Government of the Central African Republic shall facilitate the opening of a bank 

account at a domestic bank for mining development funds. 
 
3.5.5. The Government of the Central African Republic shall provide the SCNRFP with all 

available studies indicating the country's mining and petroleum potential within thirty 
(30) days after signing this Memorandum. 

 
ARTICLE 4: TERM 
 
4.1. This Memorandum shall commence on the date it is signed by the Parties and shall 

remain in effect for ninety (90) days. 
 
4.2. This Memorandum may be renewed automatically or extended upon written approval of 

the Parties. 
 
ARTICLE 5: TERMINATION AND AMENDMENT 
 
5.1. In the event that any part, term or provision of this Memorandum is deemed to be invalid, 

illegal, unenforceable or in violation of any applicable law, the validity of the remaining 
parts or provisions shall not be affected thereby, so long as the fundamental intent and 
purpose of this Memorandum remain feasible. 

 
5.2. This Memorandum may be amended at any time, upon request of one of the Parties.

5.3.  Any amendment to this Memorandum must be made by a Rider signed by each of the 
Parties. 

 
ARTICLE 6: RESOLUTION OF DISPUTES 
 
6.1. The Parties shall endeavor to resolve amicably any disputes or differences concerning the 

interpretation or performance of this Memorandum. 
 
6.2. Any dispute, disagreement, controversy, claim and/or difference arising from or in 

connection with this Memorandum or its breach that cannot be resolved amicably by the 
Parties shall be resolved definitively by conciliation or arbitration in the courts possessing 
jurisdiction of the place of performance of this Memorandum. 

 
ARTICLE 7: GOOD FAITH 
 
7.1. At all times during the term of this Memorandum, the Parties shall owe each other an 

obligation of good faith, which shall govern their relationship based on the values of 
trust, respect, interdependence and cooperation. 

 
7.2. The Parties must, at all times, honor and respect the image and good reputation of the 

other, not only among themselves, but also with respect to third parties. 
 
ARTICLE 8: FINAL PROVISIONS 
 
8.1. Upon termination of this Memorandum, any contracts or subcontracts resulting from 

efforts undertaken under this Memorandum shall remain in effect, subject to their terms, 
considering, but not limited to, the Addendum. 

 
8.2. This MOU shall establish the boundaries of the independent sovereign international 

territory of the SNCRFP in the CAR and for the purposes of investment in the territory 
under this MOU. 

 
8.3. Once this Memorandum is signed, the territorial projects shall benefit both the CAR and 

the SCNRFP, within the framework of cooperation between the Parties for some of them. 
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8.4. This Memorandum is drawn up and signed in two (2) original counterparts in the French 
language. Its two (2) copies are authentic. 

 
8.5. This Memorandum shall take effect upon signing.
