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        March 13, 2020 was the last time that the communi-
ty of OLH was able to gather as one, fittingly at a liturgy 
hosted by the then-first graders. Days, weeks and months 
separated us, despite virtual learning. 

       September 9, 2020 marked a new beginning as three 
hundred-fifty students returned to the school, eager to 
begin a five 
day full, in 
person 
school year. 

   Several 
new families 
have joined 
the school 
community 
and are 
bringing a 
new energy 
and spirit to 
an already 
vibrant 
school fami-
ly. 

   Classes 
have been 
divided into 
smaller 
teaching 
groups (pods), with every faculty member now a home-
room teacher. The majority of classes are taught within 
the homerooms, with teachers doing the traveling be-
tween classes. The spacious outdoor grounds (the new 
playground, pergola area, north garden and even front 
lawn) allow for outdoor classes, mask breaks and recess. 

    Students do have the use of the gym, computer lab and 
dance room, while the library, art and music rooms are lim-
ited in accessibility.  Lunch is eaten in the classrooms, since 
the auditorium is not available right now. 

    School was opened gradually with each community return-
ing on a different training day. One of the things that needed 

rehearsal was the 
entry into and de-
parture from the 
building. Since the 
buses now enter via 
the rear electronic 
gate, the procedures 
are different for 
drop off and pick 
up. 

    Interior proce-
dures are in place 
regarding disinfec-
tion of the building, 
social distancing, 
reminders about 
hand washing and, 
of course, the daily 
temperature checks. 

      There have been 
many decisions to 
be made, plans to be 

revised, and dreams yet to become reality. The unity of the 
teachers, students and parents is essential as we return to a 
new “normal” that is aware of the health and safety of every-
one. 

    We go forward with faith...with hope.....with joy!   We are 
OLH....we are strong....we are  ONE!
