     For those in our school and parish communities, the journey of OLH has been a long and very 

productive one, leading to its current full enrollment in a very diverse community. Keeping the 

school competitive with regard to faculty, facilities, programs and technology even in this time of 

economic difficulty has been possible through family tuition, supplemented by parish subsidies 

and fund raising. (During this past year, many of the events that provide funding have been 

curtailed to fit within social protocols.) 

    This is the perfect time for the schools and the supporting parishes to reach out to people like 

you in the hope that you may be willing and able to offer a special gift to the school in celebration 

of Catholic Schools Week. IF we were able to raise a total of one hundred thousand dollars 

between now and mid-March, that would complete the fund-raising goal for this 

year...AND...would result in a matching grant of one hundred thousand dollars sent directly to the 

Tomorrow’s Hope Foundation!
