Ivan Franko Home is expanding!

Due to the large number of applicants waiting for assisted-
living accommodation at our Winston Churchill Boulevard
Home, the Board of Directors has approved plans to relocate
part of the existing museum to a different location in the
Home, thus freeing up space for additional assisted-living
rooms. The approved renovation plans call for new
upgraded bed/sitting rooms with increased closet-storage
space and an upgraded bathroom with a walk-in shower.
Two rooms will be designed for single occupancy while
another will be a two-bedroom plan for double occupancy,
i.e. for a married couple.

By donating the cost of the renovation, current applicants
for assisted-living will have the unique opportunity to have
these rooms named in their honour or in honour of a family
member, as well as being the first to occupy these rooms.
Thus we encourage interested applicants to consider
making a donation for this purpose and being the first to
move into these new rooms as soon as construction is
completed - probably before the end of this year - thus
welcoming the New Year in their new accommodations.

How to apply for residence to our Homes

It has become apparent that some members of our
Ukrainian-Canadian community are not aware of the proper
procedures for applying for residence at the Ivan Franko
Homes.

A:For accommodations at Ivan Franko Home Seniors’
Residence and Assisted-Living facility on Winston
Churchill Boulevard in Mississauga, applicants or their
guardians should contact the administration of the Home
at (905) 820-0573 and arrange to have a tour, at which
time they may pick up an application package. They will
need to complete the application form and choose the
kind of accommodations they are interested in, for
example, a bachelor, one- or two-bedroom apartment
with optional services, such as meals, housekeeping,

laundry service, and medication monitoring or an
assisted-living suite with full care.

B:Applicants to Long-Term Care at Ivan Franko Home
on Royal York Road in Toronto must contact their
local CCAC (Community Care Access Centre). A case
manager will then be assigned to each applicant and
the placement procedure will begin with a full
assessment of the medical issues and functional
requirements that need to be addressed.

In both cases whether applicants are applying for Long-
Term Care or Retirement /Assisted-living the applicants
are placed on a waiting list until the requested
accomodations become available.
