We are proud to share our Quality Indicators Results

The Ivan Franko Long-Term Care Home (Toronto) is proud to share
with you some of our quality indicator results as compared to the
provincial average quality indicators for the period (Oct-Dec) Q3 2013.
We are constantly striving to improve ourselves with regards to the
health & safety of the residents in our Home. As a result our Home
ranks significantly better than the Ontario average.

Falls among seniors exact a high cost to individuals and the
province’s health care system. For an individual, it can mean the
beginning of a loss of independence and a serious deterioration in their
quality of life. There is a growing body of research pointing the way to
effective preventive measures that can help make seniors less prone
to falls and able to lead a high quality of life for as long as possible. Our
facility’s quality indicator for falls is 10.8% which is below the
provincial average of 13.6%.

Seniors will have complications such as sleep disturbance,
malnutrition, aggression, decline in social and recreational activities,
increased health care utilizations/costs, physical function decline,
depression, anxiety, and impaired cognition as a result of untreated
pain. Our facility’s quality indicator for residents who are having new
pain during the assessment period is 0.0% which is extremely below
the provincial average of 8.3% We recognize residents who were
having pain and make sure that they are provided with pain
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management as quickly as possible. Residents who were having worsened pain results were 4.6% which is also below the
provincial average of 11.2%. Our nursing staff is able to recognize the signs & symptoms of pain and provide the resident

with the comfort that he/she requires.

We have a least-restraint policy which helps to preserve dignity and enhance the quality of life of a resident. Research
now demonstrates that residents who are restrained become depressed very rapidly, lose muscle strength, balance and
mobility, and develop incontinence, skin breakdown, and become agitated with an increased risk of injury. Our facility’s
quality indicator for residents who have daily physical restraints is 3.7% which is below the provincial average of 9.2%.
