Fhe Art gp Smbroddered Gushions

his year’s issue of IFH’s calendar represents ‘a walk

through our beautiful garden’ where you will enjoy a
unique collection of Ukrainian embroidered cushions amid
the allure of colourful blooming flowers. These cushions are
representative of different areas of Ukraine and include
items dated from the 18th century to present day. All of
these artifacts belong to the Ivan Franko Homes” Museum of
Folk Art, founded in 1970 for the purpose of establishing
and maintaining a collection of folk art that collectively
represents the spectrum of traditional Ukrainian culture, to
stimulate interest and appreciation for Ukrainian traditions
and cultural artifacts in our younger generations, and to
preserve, exhibit and promote the cultural inheritance of the
residents of Ivan Franko Homes.

Among a variety embroidered heritage artifacts, the [FH
Museum owns a large collection (more than 100) of ancient
pillows and more modern versions of cushions that have
been passed from generation to generation.

From ancient times and to this day, a cushion or a pillow was
not only considered to be a household item of practical use,
but it has also been an important element of various
traditions and ceremonies. There are many various kinds of
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embroidered pillows: decorative children’s cushions,
wedding cushions, small “yassiki”, and huge, solid feather
pillows for sleep - all these soft treasures have been
carefully laid out on beds and sofas throughout centuries.
Only the patterns and stylistics of the designs have been
changing through the years and from region to region.
Children’s pillows were very small, so that babies and young
children could comfortably put their little heads on them.
These pillows were usually filled with feathers to make them
soft, but in western parts of Ukraine they were stuffed with
wool. Children’s pillows are usually meticulously decorated
with various ornaments that have different meanings - all
aimed to protect the child from bad dreams and bad luck.

Wedding pillows are still used in various marriage rituals
and they are very special for each family. Traditionally young
girls had to prepare at least two pillows for their dowry. The
ornaments of such pillows had to necessarily include a leaf
and a blooming flower, symbols of the beginning of
something beautiful. These pillows were large in size to
reflect the happy and prosperous future of the new
housewife.

The use of many embroidered pillows gave a house a feeling
prosperity and wellbeing and were often embroidered
specifically for display. As a rule, such pillows were
decorated with ornaments on both sides, were piled one on
top of another from largest at the bottom to smallest at the
top, and the highest pillow on the “pillow pyramid” was
covered with an embroidered ornamental serviette or
runner.
