Dear Readers,

As you will see, this issue of our bulletin deals in large part with the
matter of the Ministry-driven redevelopment of all “B”, “C”, and “D”-level
Long-Term Care Homes. Built in 1970, our LTC Home is a “C"-level
construction and, for many reasons, the existing Royal York property is
not conducive to redevelopment nor expansion. After numerous difficult
discussions and consultations with experts and government officials, the
members of our Board have unanimously decided that there is no choice
but to redevelop a LTC Home on our 10-acre Winston Churchill Blvd.
property where, with its wonderful outdoor amenities, as well as
numerous additional services and accommodations not only for seniors,
butalso for younger generations, where we could create a “Selo” (village).
In addition to the creation of a continuum of accommodations and
services for senior members of our community, a so-called “campus”
model, the Board has decided to create an intergenerational centre which
would accommodate a medical clinic, a health and wellness centre with
a therapeutic pool, a children’s daycare centre, a Seniors’ Day Program, a
hairdressing salon and spa, a village store, provisions for the display and
storage of Ivan Franko Homes’ current Museum of Ukrainian Folk Arts,
meeting rooms and classrooms for arts and crafts classes for children and
youth groups, a new chapel, a large “Festival Hall”, a “bistro-café” for both
residents and guests, various recreational and occupational activities,
and much more. We will be sure to keep our readers informed about the
progress of our project in following issues of this bulletin.

Communication with domestic animals has a
positive impact on a human being emotionally,
physically, and psychologically. It has become evident
that Ivan Franko Homes’ pet therapy programs have
amazing benefits for our residents. Right from the
beginning, there has been a lot of positive feedback
and enthusiasm from both residents and staff.

For the last two years volunteers, Maria DaKosta
and Iryna Warij, have been visiting the Ivan Franko
Home in Toronto, with their two wonderful dog
assistants - Toto and Tessa. These volunteers visit
almost every room, so that everybody has a chance
to enjoy the dogs, pet them, and watch how obedient
they are, showing off their tricks and listening
attentively. This program will continue with new
dogs and volunteers starting in September.

In March, a similar program started in our
Mississauga Home, geared toward residents in
Assisted Living. Our new volunteer, Anna Brelyk,
comes in once a week with her 'helper’, Milo, a
certified therapy dog trained by St. John Ambulance.

Such experiences fill the residents with joy and
tranquility and bring out positive emotions that
improve their well-being.There are many healing
effects of therapy animal visits:

Mental Benefits:

Decrease in stress and anxiety

Decrease in depression, loneliness and feelings of
isolation

Increase in socialization with an outward focus
Increase in mental stimulation and self-esteem

Physical Benefits:

Decrease in blood pressure, heart rate, and the stress
hormone cortisol

Increase in hormones associated with health and
feelings of well-being

Increase in level of fitness by providing stimulus for
exercise

Improvement in motor skills, including standing
balance and other physical skills.

WHY WE NEED TO RELOCATE OUR HOME AT ROYAL YORK ROAD?

The Ministry of Health’s Enhanced Long Term Care
Homes (LTCH) Renewal Strategy requires that LTC homes
with “B” “C” and “D” structural classification have to be
redeveloped to comply with the 2015 LTCH Design
Manual. Our Royal York Rd. Home (built in 1970, having
a “C” structural classification) must be redeveloped to
meet all standards by January 1, 2025.

Need for expansion:

e Long waiting lists for both our Homes: for Royal York
Road 80 applicants and Winston Churchill Blvd. more
than 100, with a 4-5 year wait for a one-bedroom unit.

e Demand will continue to grow as the population ages
and waiting lists double over the next 6 years

Redevelopment of the Royal York Road site has
physical constraints and cost inefficiencies, for instance
renovating the existing building to current standards

would reduce the number of beds which would result in
unsustainable operations. Furthermore, there would be
a 50% decrease in beds if the RYR building was
redeveloped but not expanded. It would cost more than
$15 M (2012) and would take 18 months to construct (not
materially different from building a new LTC home). One
more option would be to build up, but the 47-year-old
existing roof structure cannot carry additional floor loads.
Maintaining the 85 long-term care beds requires a larger
site and our 10 acre Winston Churchill site can easily
accommodate a new long-term care home.

Moreover, there will be additional benefits of building
on the WCB site, for example: there will be a continuum
of care to permit aging in place, a lot of room for outdoor
amenities, a community setting and a new state of the art
building with built-in modern technologies.
