DOOMSTRIKER LEMC CORE VALUES

The Doomstriker LEMC is a Family. We focus on establishing close family bonds with every member of our organization through the love of motorcycles and the bond we share as Law Enforcement and supporters of Law Enforcement. We believe that Honor, Respect, Compassion, and Love for your Brothers are of primary importance, but we believe that Family is First. DFFD!


DOOMSTRIKER LEMC HISTORY

-Doomstriker LEMC Italy was established on 12 November 2013 in Italy by Ferdinando Sorrentino.

-Doomstriker LEMC USA was founded on 15 October 2019 by 6 members in the United States.

-These By-Laws serve as the Minimum Requirements. Each chapter will enjoy the privilege of making additions to the National By-Laws so long as the individual rules established herein are not modified. (i.e. The National By-Laws require a motorcycle of at least 500cc. A Chapter may increase that requirement, but MAY NOT decrease the requirement)
 

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS

Potential members must meet one or more of the following requirements:

-Retired or Active Member of Law Enforcement, Corrections, or Armed Security

-Active-Duty Military or Military Veteran with an Honorable discharge

-First responder: such as Fire Fighter, Dispatcher, Or EMT 

-Supporters of Law Enforcement (Civilians). This will be done on a case-to-case basis. There needs to be a good reason why potential member should be considered. Final approval will be done by the National Board. (Civilians with a Concealed Carry License or Residing in a State with Legal Open Carry Laws is strongly recommended).   


 Must meet all the following:

-Own a motorcycle with a cylinder capacity of not less than 500 cc, (Trike and CanAm included: for disability reasons). Scooters, Polaris Slingshot, and Vehicles resembling motorcycles are Not allowed in the club.

-Must Have a Valid Motorcycle Endorsement

-Must not have serious criminal history (if questionable the National Sgt at Arms will adjudicate)

-Must be 18 years old or older but cannot hold an officer’s position until 25 and cannot consume alcohol unless 

allowed by state law


DOOMSTRIKER TRADEMARK AND NON-PROFIT

-Doomstriker LEMC and the Doomstriker Logo are held by the Italy Founders. No unauthorized use of these items will be tolerated at any time. 


NATIONAL COUNCIL 

-  The United States National Council is the Governing Body for the Doomstriker LEMC USA

-  It consists of the Top 6 appointed positions. (Pres, VP, SAA, Sec, Tres, and RC)

-  National Council Members will wear the United States Bottom Rocker and National Council Front Flash.

-  It is the executive body that determines the direction of the organization and establishes a unique and shared guideline.

-  It can intervene, if there are serious needs, to settle internal issues in the Club.

-  It can change, by majority vote, the By-Laws for the USA, in the ways and times that it considers best, following a National Meeting.

- It soley interfaces outside of the United States with International. 

-  National Meetings (Consisting of Council: with attendance by Regional Enforcers and Presidents) will meet on the First Wednesday of each month at 1900 Hrs. Central time (2000 Hrs. EST).





NATIONAL EVENTS 

- Nationals will be held twice a year.

-  Spring Nationals will be held in a state decided upon by the National Council, based upon Chapter proposals. Each proposal for Spring Nationals must be submitted before the Fall Nationals, then the winner will be announced shortly after. If no bids are submitted, the National Council will then pick a location.

- Spring Nationals will be held in or around April (Mid-March – Mid May).

- Fall Nationals will be held in a state decided upon by the National Council who will try and find a centralized location based on the demographics of the club at the time.

- Fall Nationals will be on the Weekend of October 15th of each year, which is the date Doomstriker was Founded in the United States.

- All Club members are required to attend the National  meetings, except in cases of unavoidable family or work commitments. (National members MUST attend at least 1 of the 2 meetings each year.)

-  Nationals Meeting are for all Full Patch Members who attend In Person. It is run by the National Council or a member of the World Council. Cellphones and other Recording Devices are Not Permitted. (Hangarounds and Prospects should be used in the planning and organization of the event as it constitutes a significant training course for integration into club life.















NATIONAL OFFICERS:


USA NATIONAL PRESIDENT

-  The US National President is awarded the position by the International President, but can be questioned and changed by the National Council, or by the higher body 
(International President), when the National President decides to step down, he will appoint the next National President.

-  Holds final adjudicating authority for matters regarding the operations of the Doomstriker LEMC USA.

-  Opens and authorizes new chapters.

-  Designates roles to the National Council.

-  Divides regional areas as needed.

-  Appoints the offices of his own Board. (I.E. Vice President, Treasurer, Sgt of Arms, Secretary) and can remove them if need be through his Sgt of Arms

-  Holds Authority over all Probate Chapters and Nomads


NATIONAL VICE PRESIDENT

-  The National Vice President is tasked with being the second in command of all club operations.

-  The National Vice President will ensure that all club operations continue in the absence of the National President in any case where the National President is incapacitated.

- Presides over the Nomads


NATIONAL SGT AT ARMS

-  He is responsible for the security of all members and the safekeeping of the National By-laws.

-  Holds the right to make adjudications on emergent matters of security and discipline of the Doomstriker LEMC USA.

-  Checks that all club members and chapters, at the direction of the National President, do not contravene the rules set forth in the National By-laws and the National Council.

-  Investigates, or tasks a Chapter Sgt at Arms to investigate, matters as required of him by the National President 

-  Proposes disciplinary sanctions resulting from National Directed Investigations to the National Council.

-  Takes direction Only from the National President.

-  Presides over all Regional Enforcers.







NATIONAL SECRETARY

-  The National Secretary oversees the dissemination of the bylaws, documentation of major events and changes, and ensuring that leadership is informed of all major events going on around the USA Chapters.

-  The National Secretary will lead a WhatsApp Page for all Secretaries around the Doomstriker LEMC USA and ensure he provides leadership, mentoring, proper information sharing, and direct support for our club’s secretary core.

-  The National Secretary is REQUIRED to update all changes to the National By-Laws within 72 hours of the vote.

-  Required to take Monthly National Minutes and make them available to all Full members 

-  He collects the forms relating to requests for official merchandise and submits them to the International Keeper by the set date.
.

NATIONAL TREASURER

-  Responsible for the documentation, tracking, and reporting of all money matters of the club.

-  Must keep all national funds, make purchases, and manage the money.

-  Will check the Club Legal zoom account once a month to ensure no filing requirements or services against the club lapse in their timeframes.

-  At each National meeting, he provides the President with the accounting situation, which is recorded in the relevant minutes of the meeting, which remain available to any full-colour member who requests them.


NATIONAL ROAD CAPTAIN

-  Will be responsible for planning and coordinating the route for all national meetings

-  Will ensure that all club members have safe and roadworthy motorcycles.

 - Will lead the pack on Club rides

-  Will ensure that all club guests, Hangarounds and Prospects keep up and do not cause unnecessary gaps in the riding formation.

-  Road Captains will ensure they watch traffic around the club formation while riding to ensure road hazards and dangerous drivers are identified.

-  In the case where there are 10 or more in a formation, the Road Captain will assign a tail gunner in the back and allow that member to fall out of the formation to assist with traffic control when necessary.







REGIONAL ENFORCERS 

-  Regional Enforcers answer to the National President and the National Sgt at Arms.

-  Regional Enforcers oversee the security aspect of the chapters in their regions. Enforcers also act as recruiters and investigators for all new membership applications and liasons for any issue of national importance that the chapters in their area need to pass up the chain of command.

-  Regional Enforcers will not hold a vote at National meetings but will be present for meetings. The purpose of this is to ensure that the Enforcers remain an unbiased enforcer of the bylaws and a trusted voice for the club without being involved in politics.

-  Regional Enforcers will not carry out any disciplinary action without expressive direction from either the National Sgt at Arms or the National President



NATIONAL CONSIGLIERE

- National Consigliere advises on all Legal Aspects of the Doomstriker Corporation. This includes our Non-profit filing of Taxes, Tax Id number safeguarding and distribution, Legal complaints against us, etc.


NATIONAL CHAPTER

-The National Chapter will be the Chapter that the Residing National President Associates With. (Currently NY)


CHAPTER REQUIREMENTS

-  Chapters are the executive body that determines the internal organization of their membership and guarantees the implementation of the National Bylaws and their Chapter Bylaws.
-  Chapter meetings (Church) will occur at least once per month.

-  All Chapter Members and Prospects must ride their motorcycle to club meetings (the only exception is if there is severe weather that would render it unsafe to ride. This determination will come from the Road Captain or Sgt at Arms if the Road Captain isn’t present).

-  The President and/or each member of the Chapter may request an urgent meeting if necessary.

-  During all chapter meetings the Secretary will take minute entries of all key points and forward those minutes to the National Vice President (Unless told otherwise).

-  Chapters will be active in the community and will hold a charitable event at least once 
a year.

-  Consists of the President, Vice President, Sergeant at Arms, Secretary, Treasurer, and Road Captain.

-  Enrollment into Doomstriker WhatsApp is MANDATORY for all members regardless of position held

-Must have at least 3 members within 20 Miles of where they elect their Chapter Location
 (Unless it crosses State Lines: for Safety Reasons) and is constituted as follows:

 *The first three members (President, V. President, and Sgt. At Arms) must be Current/Former Law Enforcement, Military Veterans, Corrections, or Fire. (Must be 25 or older to hold officer position)

*In the case where there were three or more members belonging to different 
municipalities but in the same Geographical Area, it will be possible to open a new territorially named Chapter.

* From Probate to Full Color, they will not wear the Chapter name and Officer Position until they have a Chapter made up of three members in the same Municipality or in different Municipalities but located in the same area.

-  In the Case where you do not have at least 3 members, you will have 1 year from the point of inception to get 3 members. If after 1 year there are still not 3 members a decision will be made by National Council whether to close the chapter and make members Nomads.
-In the event a chapter gets too big, and 3 or more members live over 20 miles away (in the same area), those members can request to form a new chapter if they wish do so, but only if it leaves the existing chapter with at least 5 members in it.



PROBATE CHAPTERS

-  Probate Chapters are chapters who open in a new area, where no current chapter resides, and start with a minimum of (3) three members.

[bookmark: _Hlk158195481]-  Probate chapter members are authorized to wear all patches that a Full Patched Doomstriker would wear, Except for the Heart Patch, the WBW Patch, the Back Center Patch, and the Pin (President will be only one given Back Center Patch at this time), until they pass their 9-month mandatory probation. 
 (If there’s a Security Concern, then Back Center Patch may be worn by all members, but Only if Authorized by National Council)  

-  Probate Chapters that open in a new state will be considered the states “Mother Chapter”. That Chapters President will also become acting state representative.



CLUBHOUSES

-  Chapters with a clubhouse that contains a bar with Alcoholic Beverages will purchase a Breathalyzer of some kind (Walmart sells one for 40 dollars that works great). Chapter Presidents and the Sgt at Arms can request a member to submit to a Breathalyze test if there is suspicion that the member may be too intoxicated to drive.
 

CLUB OFFICERS/ MEMBER ROLES 


PRESIDENT

-  Is elected by all Chapter members by vote. 

-  Is the spokesperson for the Club's decisions which are always established via Majority vote.

-  Represents Doomstriker LEMC in the United States and in the World.

-  Makes necessary and proper decisions in emergencies when it is not possible to call a meeting in good time.

-  Keeps in touch with the Presidents of other Chapters.

-  Can collapse and designate Officer positions in cases where there are not enough members in his chapter to fill all the slots.

-  He can be challenged by his own Chapter and removed from his status following a majority vote. 
 




VICE PRESIDENT

-  Supports and replaces the President in the case where the President is incapacitated or if the President takes leave.

- Helps and Assists in all Chapter functions 

-  Will send an updated roster to the National Vice President on changes on the first of each month.


SERGEANT AT ARMS

-  Is responsible for the security of Chapter members.

-  Is responsible for the behavior, discipline, training and management of Hangarounds, Prospects and Probates following their participation in the activities of the Club.


-  Ensures that all members of the Chapter do not contravene the rules set forth in the bylaws and directives.

-  Intervenes, if necessary, to settle internal disagreements.

-  Proposes disciplinary sanctions against any member of the Chapter.

-  Takes provisions only from the President of the Chapter if absent from the Vice President.

-  Refrains from drinking during club outings to maintain a security mindset and a clear head.
 

SECRETARY

-  Is the guardian of the Chapter By-Laws.

-  Maintains relations with the Secretaries of the other Chapters and with the Secretaries of other Clubs keeping the President and Chapter on any noteworthy news.

-  Organizes meetings and takes notes of the various discussion points to be addressed.

-  Responsible for the drafting and keeping the minutes of club meetings and must be available to meet with each member of his Chapter or member or the National Council if required.

-  Maintains relationships with club related suppliers and businesses.

 
TREASURER

-  Keeps account of the Club taking care of money matters.

-  Records the income and expenses of the Chapter.

-  Presents cost estimates to the Chapter.

-  Ensures each member pays the required dues for their prospective chapter;
-If member is a Nomad, he pays $10 a Month to Nationals.
-If member is an Enforcer, he pays $10 a Month to Nationals.
-Regular Members pay a yearly fee of $100 to Nationals by March 31st every year. (Can be paid in Full or Semi-annually: Minimum $50 with second installment due September 30th) 

-  Ensures all fines are paid as issued by the chapter or National President. 


ROAD CAPTAIN

-  Road Captains will ensure that all club members have safe and roadworthy motorcycles.

 - Road Captains will lead the chapter on Club rides

-  Road Captains will ensure that all club guests, Hangarounds and Prospects keep up and do not cause unnecessary gaps in the riding formation.

-  Road Captains will ensure they watch traffic around the club formation while riding to ensure road hazards and dangerous drivers are identified.

-  In the case where there are 10 or more in a formation, the Road Captain will assign a tail gunner in the back and allow that member to fall out of the formation to assist with traffic control when necessary.


MEMBERS

-  Each member will actively participate in all the Club events.

-  Will wear the colors responsibly and with respect.
 YOUR COLORS NEVER TOUCH THE GROUND AND OUR COLORS DON’T BLEED!

-  Interact and actively participate in Chapter events.

-  You can wear or own any object displaying the name or colors of the Club. *These items
will be approved by each chapter individually then sent to the National Council for approval.


CHAIN OF COMMAND

Chain of Command will ALWAYS be followed to maintain Trust, Respect, and Orderly Operations and goes as follows:

1.     International President "RANDAGIO"
2.     International Secretary "BRIT"

3.     National President “GOOSE” NY
4.     National Vice President “SNIPER” TX
5.     National Sgt at Arms “BERSERKER” NM

6.     Regional Enforcer (Regional dependent)

7.    Chapter President

8.  Chapter Vice President

9.  Chapter Sgt at Arms

10.  Chapter Officers

11.  Chapter Members






MEMBERSHIP PROGRESSION 


HANGAROUND

-  This is the starting point of all those who wish to join the Club.

-  Guests of the Club (Candidates) who desire to officially “Hangaround” will declare their desire to the Chapter Sgt at Arms. The Chapter will give a Majority vote to decide on acceptance.

-  Before a “Hangaround” Patch is issued, the Chapter Sgt at Arms will ensure that the Hangaround completes an application and will collect the $50 application fee ($20- for background/ application and $30- Hangaround Fee which includes Hangaround patch)
Funds should be sent Doomstriker LEMC USA INC General fund.

-  Will wear the front flash patch “Hangaround” centered and aligned with the top line of the left front pocket,
Above “Hangaround” will be “Doomstriker” flash.

-  Will wear the Chapter flash he belongs to centered and aligned with the top line of the right front pocket.
 
-  Hang period is around 3-6 months to determine eligibility

-  This period is for the Hangaround to decide whether to continue or not in the Club.

-  They Participate in all Club activities.

-  Hangarounds do not attend meetings and 
do not talk about the Club for any reason, with non-members.

PROSPECT

 -  Hangarounds, after approval by the Chapter Sergeant at Arms, and upon majority vote, will achieve Prospect status. The decision must be shared first with the National Council so that it can exercise any right of veto.

-  Prospects will be required to pay the Nationals $275 for their patches and membership fees.
 (If Chapter has purchased a patch set prior to the prospect status, National will only require the $150 for initial membership fee and patch deposit) In the event the member should leave in good standing the $50 patch deposit will be refunded.
   Funds must be paid before becoming a prospect. Funds should be sent to the National Treasurer to be deposited in Doomstriker LEMC USA INC fund. (See Website for Payment Options)

-  This period is used by the aspirant as a training to understand how the Club works, club rules, and above all, the correct behavior to have in an LEMC.

-  Prospects will report directly to the Sgt at Arms.

-  Prospects must participate in all club activities and cannot miss more than 3 meetings during his prospecting period.

-  Prospects do not talk about the Club for any reason with anyone who is not a member.
-  The minimum requirement for a prospect to achieve his full patch status is 9 months and after Hangaround time is also completed. The only exception is to maintain 3 members of a chapter (This authority lies in the Chapter President).

-  Prospects will never be told to do something that the member wouldn’t do themselves. (If an order given to a prospect is challenged by the prospect and the member does it, the prospect will receive disciplinary action up to and including removal from the club)

-  Prospect time will be at the discretion of the Chapter Sargent-At-Arms.
Prospective Members will wear their cuts as such:

PROBATES

-  Chapters have the discretion to offer this title to aspiring members who have been in an MC previously (Not a riding group. EX: HOG Chapter). This is not required.

-  A Probate who comes from another MC and joins an existing chapter, will be in probationary status for 9 months or more at the discretion of the Chapter Sargent-At-Arms. 

-  Probate member is authorized to wear all patches that a Full Patched Doomstriker would wear, Except for the Heart Patch, the WBW Patch, the Back Center Patch, and the Pin (Unless for a Probate Chapter, then President will be only one given Back Center Patch at this time).

(Back Center Patch Exception: When a group of 3 or More from an Established Chapter of Another Established LEMC wants to Patch-Over, it may be granted to all for Security Purposes, at the discretion of the National Council)

-  Probates will be treated as Full Patched Members and may participate in all Club activities, including Chapter meetings; but do not have the right to vote. However, Probates can intervene by expressing opinions and
making proposals. The only Exception to this rule is Probationary chapters.

  Probate Chapter status will be for a minimum time of 9 months or more at the discretion of the State Representative. If founded in a New State, then will be at the discretion of the National Council. 
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FULL PATCHED MEMBERSHIP

-  Prospects/Probates, after the period provided by this statute, will be evaluated by the Sergeant at Arms, who will propose the transition from Prospect/ Probate to Patch Holder to the Chapter President who will, in turn, present it in the next church.

-  The required vote for Full Patch Member status will be unanimous. One no vote will be
explained to the chapter president who may, at his discretion, overrule it. Two no votes is automatic extension of prospect time.

-Members that this time are required to purchase the World Pin $40 for their Kutt.


PATCH DIMENSIONS:

-19-1/2” Height: From Top of Top Rocker to Bottom of Bottom Rocker
-Smiley then is centered in between
- LE & MC Cubes: Top of Cube is Level with the Blue Line in Smiley’s Hat. Cubes should also be lined up with Outside of Rockers, so it looks like a Circle.



PATCH-IN CEREMONIES:   (FULL MEMBERS ONLY!)

- Patching-In a brother from Prospect/Probate to a Full Patch member is a very significant event for a chapter and for our club and shouldn’t be taken lightly. Doomstriker LEMC is very proud of our brothers and their accomplishments and history/tradition play a big part of our culture. (Will Not Be Recorded)

-  Patching in a brother will proceed and follows:

*All Prospective members, to be patched in, will line up with their kutts on.

1. Highest-ranking member will then ask prospective members:							 “Are you ready to become a Full Patched Doomstriker?”.
2. Highest-ranking member will then ask their president:								 “Do you think they are worthy to become a Full Patched Doomstriker?”.				    (If President is one doing ceremony, question will be asked to Sgt of Arms) 					*Answer MUST be “YES” to both to proceed.
3. The highest-ranking member will then have all prospective Members repeat the club oath.

4. Once the oath is said, the members will take a knee (Right knee down), a Beer will be poured over the prospective members head by the highest-ranking member. Then the highest-ranking member will place the Center-patch on the back of the prospective members back. Then in Order of Rank, all members present, will firmly slap the Center-patch on new member.  


*Lastly, the newly appointed members will be told to rise and will be embraced as brothers by all full patched members in attendance.
 

CLUB COLORS

-  Club Colors are the property of Doomstriker LE MC ITALY. Upon leaving the club the colors will be returned to their Chapter Sgt at Arms.

-  Each member can have a maximum of two-color sets.

-  Upon Exiting the club, members will have 48 hours to deliver their patch set intact and undamaged to the Chapter Sgt at Arms. Refusal or untimely deliverance of patches will result in being placed in an Out in Bad Standing Status and legal action will be taken. 


ITEMS DISPLAYING THE CLUB LOGO

-  Are the property of the Doomstriker LEMC and must be delivered intact and in person to the Chapter's Sergeant at Arms when the member leaves the club within 48 hours from the communication of exit from the club. Failure to comply with the times and methods described falls within the consequences described in the chapter on DISCIPLINARY PENALTIES (Out in Bad Standing and legal action will be taken).






KUTTS
· Black Leather (white stitching is permitted, but primary color being black) or Black denim at the discretion of the Chapter.
It should always be worn in motorcycle outings, official Club events and meetings. 
POSITIONING AND MEANING OF THE PATCHES

BACK OF THE VEST
Bottom Rocker- There are three possible bottom rockers that are authorized.
1. United States- This will be worn by, Nationals, Regional Enforcers
2. Nomad- Nomad is worn as a bottom rocker for Members without a Chapter.
3. State- Members without a national or regional title will wear their State’s Bottom Rocker

FRONT OF THE VEST
Rank- Enforcer, State Rep, President, Vice President, Sgt at Arms, Secretary, Treasurer, or Road Captain
Chapter- Chapter name, State for Reps, National for Council, or Regional for Enforcers.
Doomstriker- which means “Sentencer”  
State- State that you currently reside in. Exceptions: Nomads will wear “Nomad”, Enforcers and National Board will wear “United States” in this location.  
  Side Rocker
State- Reps for each state are authorized to wear their state’s name as a side (gut rocker) on the left side of the Kutt.     (This is optional)
W.B.W (World in Black and White)- which means “No Grey Area” when it comes to our club and its standards.			-Will be Worn on the right side of the kutt as a gut rocker. 
Circle DFFD Patch (Heart Patch)
This Patch is the Doomstriker “Heart Patch” and will be worn on the Left breast pocket.

World Pin
This is a symbol of our Unity Worldwide and will be worn on the right breast pocket.
SPQR- Senatus Papulose Romanus (the Senate and the people). Will be worn at the bottom left waistline closest to the opening of the kutt.  
[bookmark: _Hlk161126937]Smiley of Valor Pin- (Earned)
This is a symbol that a member engaged with an outlaw club (1%) or a Crinminal Element and held the Honor of Our Club by not backing down. It will be worn on the left breast pocket.  (This Pin is awarded by the National President).
DFFD- (Earned)
 Doomstriker Forever, Forever Doomstriker!!!  Worn on the bottom center of the left side near the opening of the vest. (This patch is only awarded by the National President).
 Italy- The Italy side rocker can ONLY be worn if a Full Patch brother from Italy gives you his Italy rocker personally. It will be worn on the right side of the kutt above the WBW gut rocker. 

TATTOOS
· Patch holders may get a tattoo of the club symbols, without prejudice with the knowledge that if for any reason he should leave the club in good standings, the release date should be added. If he leaves in bad standings, the tattoo Will need to be covered with removal date.


CLUB MERCHANDISE MEMBER GEAR
· Member gear includes anything that depicts the Center patch, DFFD, Member, Crew (Unless written as “Support Crew”), MC, or anything that would be indicative of holding full membership in the club. (this includes the Lady Striker and the Junior Striker gear). 
-Member gear MAY be sold or sourced at the chapter level (before so make sure you contact your state rep to clarify the details). USA Nationals will be one source of Membership Gear. All available gear will be listed on the DoomstrikerLEMCUS.com website under the MEMBER ONLY section and on the order form for the chapters.
· Chapters/Members who want gear not currently available will get initial approval from their State’s National Rep. 
· After payment has been sent to the National Funds, an Order Form must be filled out in its entirety and sent to the National Treasurer.

SUPPORT GEAR (SLYD)
- Support gear for the chapters MUST include the chapter’s name. i.e. if you had a support your local logo it must instead say “support your (chapter name)” Generalized support gear will only be sold through the National website. (Gear can Not have the Doomstiker name on it or Full Smiley in its original form)
· Chapters will be responsible for providing artwork (NOT AN ACTUAL ITEM) or a detailed description of what the support gear will be. The artwork will be sent to the Chapter’s State Rep for initial approval. Upon approval, they will contact the National Council for approval.
-If Chapters wish to use a source outside of the National Vendor for support gear they are authorized to do so.
· Proceeds from support gear sales are authorized to stay within the chapter.


FAMILY PATCHES
Lady Striker Patch Set- $80
-This patch is reserved for any Female, over the age of 18, that the club deems fit for protection. This Patch is designed to provide a sense of pride and symbol of protection to women who support the club. This Patch is optional, but if worn, should not be taken lightly. (Includes:  Rear Back Patch, Front Heart Patch, “Protected by” flash, and “Chapter” flash)
Junior Striker Patch- $50
-This Patch is for Member’s Children. It allows our children to feel involved and gives them a sense of pride for the brotherhood their father is a part of.

CLUB FUNDRAISING AND EVENTS
· As stated previously, Chapters must be active in the community and hold at least 1 charitable event a year.
· Per our Non-Profit Clause our charitable focus is split into percentages
· • 50% will go to Police and Police related interests
· • 25% will go to Military and Veteran related interests
· • 25% will be directed towards Community Based interests

· Proceeds from Charitable events will be used for their intended purpose and will not be given to the Chapter or the Nationals. Chapters WILL NOT profit from these events. They will cover their expenses (if necessary) and all other proceeds go to the charity in question.
· Chapters holding fundraising events that are NON-CHARITABLE in nature are encouraged.
Chapter’s proceeds will be split between the Chapter and Nationals with 80% going to the Chapter and 20% going to Nationals.

ISSUES AMONGST THE CLUB
· Problems amongst brothers must always be brought first between the two members involved.
· If the Members involved cannot solve the problem themselves, it must then go to the Chapter Sgt at Arms and the Chapter President.
· If the Chapter Sgt of Arms cannot resolve the complaint it goes to the Regional Enforcer.
· If the Regional Enforcer cannot resolve the complaint it goes to the National Sgt at Arms
· If the National Sgt at Arms cannot resolve the issue, he will up channel it to the National President
· If the Member involved is still not satisfied with the resolution, the final step is for the complaint to be heard by the National Council.
· If the person involved in the complaint is the National President, the National Council will hear the complaint.

COMMUNICATION BETWEEN NATIONAL OFFICERS AND CHAPTER MEMBERS
· For the purposes of maintaining Good Order and Respect, communication outside of friendly conversation or issues involving multiple chapters, must first be brought to the Member’s Chapter President before talking directly with the member.






DISCIPLINARY SANCTIONS:

- Warning
- Fines $$
- Centerpunch
- Loss of office 
- Removal from club
- Out Bad removal from club
 
Although strict adherence to this subsection is MANDATORY, Offices held in the club DO NOT make any one member more important than another. At the end of the day, we are all brothers and should promote positive, loving, and respectful behavior to each other.

 MINOR OFFENSES
· Any minor issues that occur under day-to-day operations and are not expressively listed under the subsection below labeled as Serious Offenses are under the discretion of the chapter involved.

SERIOUS OFFENSES:
· Causing great risk/ harm to the security/safety of the Club, Chapter, or a member of the Club.
· Committing a Felony
· Breaking National By-Laws
Sanctions under this subsection are as follows:
· The minimum penalty is the loss of voting rights and a center punch.
· The maximum penalty for serious misconduct is the loss of colors.
· Charges under this subsection can be proposed by the affected chapter’s President/ Sergeant at Arms or by a National member.


COURT
· If the person in question is a Hangaround, Prospect, or Probate; the affected chapter has adjudication authority. Sanctions will be carried out as follows:
- Within reasonable time frame of the incident, the affected Chapter’s President will call a mandatory meeting. The prospective member in question must present himself in court and should he fail to do so, he will be automatically removed from the Club. After the charges and evidence are brought to the court, full membership vote will be required, and a UNANIMOUS decision must be made within 24 hours of discovery. The sanctions will be delivered to the Prospective Member and the Chapter Secretary will notify the National Secretary immediately of the verdict.
- If the person in question is a Patched Member, the affected Chapter will have initial adjudication authority, however the National Board can intervene if requested. 







The Sanctions will be carried out as follows:
- Within reasonable time frame of the incident, the affected Chapters President will call a mandatory meeting. The member in question must present himself in court. If he fails to do so, he will be automatically removed from the Club. After the charges and evidence are brought to the court, full membership vote will be required, and a UNANIMOUS decision must be made within 24 hours of discovery. After the Chapter level court reaches an unanimously voted sanction, the Chapter’s Sgt at Arms will immediately inform the National Sgt at Arms. The National Sgt at Arms will then take the Chapter’s decision to the National Council. The National Council will take the Chapter’s decision under advisement and take a vote to either uphold the Chapter’s sanction or to enact a harsher punishment.
The National Council makes final adjudication on the matter and the Member will be notified via the Chapter’s Sgt at Arms and the sanction will be documented by the National and Chapter Secretary.

CARRYING OUT DISCIPLINARY SANCTIONS
- All sanctions will be carried out within 72 Hours of the Decision. Failure to comply with this statute will resort in a $50 fine to the Chapter’s Sgt at Arms
OUT IN BAD STANDING - This is the MOST SERIOUS punishment available and should be used as a last resort only. Putting a member out bad generally will bar a member from coming back or joining another club. We cannot abuse the trust of the MC Community by resorting to this in every disciplinary case.
-It is expected in case of: 
1. Non-return of Club property, as described in the part of the bylaws THE COLORS OF THE CLUB
2. Theft, Espionage, Assault on another member, Felony charges
3. Knowingly cheating with a woman who is a current wife, girlfriend, or partner of another Club Member. 
4. Leaving Club to Avoid a lesser disciplinary action sanctioned upon a member 

MODIFING THE STATUTE
-A member must make an explicit request to the National Council, and ask to add it as a discussion point on the agenda of the Monthly National Meeting.  
-The proposed amendment will be put to the vote by the National Council.
-A National Council majority is required to ratify the amendment, or as stated previously, the National President can adjudicate under emergent circumstances or to ensure proper and orderly operations of the club.
This Statute Can Be Modified in All Its Parts Except in Two Fundamental Points:
-The law enforcement nature of the club can never be questioned.
  -Entry will never be allowed to people who do not have the same requirements listed in this statute.
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
