At the center
of the dash is a complete en-
fartainment console housing a
TV, clock, stereo tape deck
capable of playback and
record, AM-FM multiplex
stereo-radio and video tele-
vision recorder and playback
unit. The video camera with
wide angle lens is mounted at
the very rear of the cart so
that Hope can actually film
his golf swing then return to
the cart for an instant replay
to allow for on-the-spot
analysis of his game.
