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QUALIFICATIONS OF VOTERS

A person shall be entitled to vote in school district elections who is:
1. A citizen of the United States.

2. Eighteen years of age by the day of the election.

3. A resident within the district for a period of 30 days preceding the
date of the election.

4. Registered for either a school or general election.

WHO MAY VOTE?

1. Any person registered for a general election and qualified
to vote in a general election at least once in the last four
years.

2. Any person who voted in either a general election or a
school election within the last four years.

3. Any person who last registered for a school election prior
to May 21, 2015 and has not voted since that date must
reregister unless the person voted in a general election
during this four- year period.

The above is for informational purposes only. It is urged
that each person check his/her own qualifications for
voting and that the school district will not be responsible
for errors in registration or in the interpretation of the
above qualifications.
