SUMMER

+ CitraBlue mowing heights during the summer range from about 2-3 inches. When mowing
during the summer, never remove more than 1/3 of the leaf blade at a time.

+ Fertilize your lawn: Lawnifi Summer Fertilizer Box or Lawnifi Foundation

+ Do not overwater the grass. CitraBlue only needs about one inch of water weekly. Water for
longer periods of time, less frequently and in the early morning hours. Lawnifi Summer

+ Itis not recommended that you apply an herbicide at this time because when temperatures Ll L

exceed 85 degrees Fahrenheit, the herbicide will damage the grass.

+ Watch out for chinch bugs, grub worms, mole crickets, sod webwormes, fall armyworms and
nematodes. Apply a broad-spectrum insecticide to prevent or treat any insects.

+ Apply a systemic fungicide if needed.
FALL

+ During the fall, mowing will occur less often—keeping your CitraBlue slightly higher will

encourage deeper root growth for winter. Lawnifi Fall

+ Fertilize your lawn: Lawnifi Fall Fertilizer Box or Lawnifi Foundation

+ Water less as temperatures drop—too much water will lead to disease.

* Apply pre-emergent herbicides to control winter weeds. Apply post-emergent herbicides only
when weeds are present.

+ Check for and control any sod webworms, fall armyworms or white grubs. Treat with an
insecticide if needed.

+ Itis recommended you apply a fungicide at preventative rates as this will help the grass enter
colder months in a healthier condition. If you see circular patches of brown or dead grass, do Lawnifi Foundation
not apply fertilizer until you've applied a systemic fungicide at a curative rate and your grass Fertilizer
has recovered.

Herbicide applications should be made throughout the spring and
fall months. Applications are not recommended in the summer as
high temperatures may burn herbicide applications and damage
the grass. Pre-emergent herbicide applications should be applied
in the spring and fall to prevent summer and winter weeds. Use
post-emergent herbicide to treat any current weeds.

FUNGICIDES

Use disease control products to prevent and treat common
turfgrass diseases. Disease for bermuda grass takes commonly
place in the spring and summer as temperatures rise and
drop. Use a systemic, broad-spectrum fungicide for prevention
and treatment.

Use insect control products to control the most common
turfgrass insects like grub worms, mole crickets, chinch bugs,
billbugs or spittlebugs before severe damage takes place.
