Troparion of the Meeting of Our Lord (Tonel)

Rejoice, O Virgin Theotokos full of grace,/ for from thee hath shone forth the Sun of Righteousness, Christ our God,/ enlightening them that are in darkness./ Be glad thou also, O
righteous elder,/ who receivest in thine arms the Deliverer of our souls,// Who granteth us Resurrection.
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Let the heavens rejoice, and the earth be glad, for the Lord hath done a mighty act with His own arm, He hath trampled down death by

\ death and become the first born from the dead, He hath delivered us from the depths of Hades, granting the world the great mercy. /

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Let Thy mercy, O Lord, be upon us.
Rejoice in the Lord, O ye righteous.

The Reading from the Epistle of St. Paul to the Hebrews
7:7-17

Brethren, without all contradiction the less is blessed of the better. And
here men that die receive tithes; but there he receiveth them, of whom it is
witnessed that he liveth. And as | may so say, Levi also, who receiveth tithes,
paid tithes in Abraham. For he was yet in the loins of his father, when
Melchisedec met him. If therefore perfection were by the Levitical
priesthood, (for under it the people received the law,) what further need
was there that another priest should rise after the order of Melchisedec,
and not be called after the order of Aaron?
For the priesthood being changed, there is made of necessity a change also
of the law. For he of whom these things are spoken pertaineth to another
tribe, of which no man gave attendance at the altar. For it is evident that
our Lord sprang out of Juda; of which tribe Moses spake nothing concerning
priesthood. And it is yet far more evident: for that after the similitude of
Melchisedec there ariseth another priest, Who is made, not after the law of

a carnal commandment, but after the power of an endless life. For he

testifieth, Thou art a priest for ever after the order of Melchisedec.

The Gospel Reading is from Matthew 25:31-46
The Lord said, "When the Son of man comes in his glory and all the holy
angels with him, then he will sit on his glorious throne. Before him will be
gathered all the nations, and he will separate them one from another as a
shepherd separates the sheep from the goats, and he will place the sheep
at his right hand, but the goats at the left. Then the king will say to those
at his right hand, 'Come, O blessed of my Father, inherit the kingdom
prepared for you from the foundation of the world; for | was hungry and
you gave me food, | was thirsty and you gave me drink, | was a stranger
and you welcomed me, | was naked and you clothed me, | was sick and you
visited me, | was in prison and you came to me.' Then the righteous will
answer him, 'Lord, when did we see you hungry and feed you, or thirsty
and give you drink? And when did we see you a stranger and welcome you,
or naked and clothe you? And when did we see you sick or in prison and
visit you?' And the King will answer them, 'Truly, | say to you, as you did it
to one of the least of these my brethren, you did it to me.' Then he will say
to those at his left hand, 'Depart from me, you cursed, into the eternal fire
prepared for the devil and his angels; for | was hungry and you gave me no
food, | was thirsty and you gave me no drink, | was a stranger and you did
not welcome me, naked and you did not clothe me, sick and in prison and
you did not visit me."' Then they also will answer, 'Lord, when did we see
you hungry or thirsty or a stranger or naked or sick or in prison, and did
not minister to you?' Then he will answer them, 'Truly, | say to you, as you
did it not to one of the least of these, you did it not to me.' And they will

go away into eternal punishment, but the righteous into eternal life.
