2.   GOD’S LOVE INITIATES _____________________________
We were dead because of our sins, but God loved us so much that he made us alive with Christ…, and God’s wonderful kindness is what saves you…  You have been saved by God’s grace.                       Eph. 2:4-5 (CEV,NCV)

3.   ___________________________ ACCESSES GOD’S GRACE
God did this to demonstrate his righteousness, for he himself is fair and just, and he makes sinners right in his sight when they believe in Jesus.              Rom. 3:26 (NLT) 

4.   GOD’S LOVE IS __________________________________
God demonstrates his own love for us in this: While we were still sinners, Christ died for us.  Since we have now been justified by his blood, how much more shall we be saved from God’s wrath through him!               Rom. 5:8-9

This is how God showed his love among us: He sent his one and only Son into the world that we might live through him.  This is love: not that we loved God, but that he loved us and sent his Son as an atoning sacrifice for our sins.                                                            1 John 4:9-10
