General Rules and Information:

This show is accredited and conducted under the 2026 rules and regulations of the AMHA. All horses must be registered
with the AMHA. This AMHA show has two judges. Points and awards will be awarded for each judge. Awards will be
given to 1st - 6th place.

Stabling: Stalls are 10" x 10" with metal construction on clay floors No more than 2 horses per stall. Stallions 2 &
older must be stalled separately NO BEDDING IS INCLUDED WITH THE STALLS & NO OUTSIDE BEDDING MAY BE
BROUGHT ONTO THE SHOW GROUNDS. Shavings are available for $13.00 for shavings or pellets. Please preorder
on your entry form.
