
Greetings. 
 
If the Important Message shown on this home page has come to pass then you will be 
witnessing chaotic events from around the world.  And it will only get worse.  This resurrection, 
(R) will soon trigger the coming 7 year Tribulation (T).  
 
This website, inspired by The Word of God, was created in expectation of this event. 
(and it certainly came unexpectedly, “as in the days of Noah”, and Lot.  Mat 24:37-38, Luk 
17:26-30) 
 
The great multitude will contain many people, so many, "that no man could number, from every 
nation, from all tribes and peoples and languages”! (Rev 6:9-11, Rev. 7:9-17) 
 
In the “Examine Seeds" exercise on this website, spirit permitting, you may see that there are 
only two seed or soul “types” in all of God’s creation.   
This is revealed in the Matthew 13 exercise, “The Parable of the Weeds”. 
 
Let’s start at the beginning- and see what scripture has to say about this. 
 
Just like ALL of “His”, you were chosen by God before the heavens and earth were created.  
(Psa 139:16, Eph 1:4, Rev 13:8) 
 
Both the good seeds, and the weeds, were formed in Eternity, where they each began a journey 
that will end in two very different places.  
 
God “dwells” in Eternity, which scripture also refers to as the 3rd heaven. 
There we will find His Throne, Paradise, and The Father’s House.  (God lives or dwells in 
eternity, Isa 57:15; His Throne, Isa 66:1, Act 7:49, Rev 4:2; the 3rd heaven, 2Co 12:2; Paradise, 
Luk 23:34, 2Co 12:3, Rev 2:7; Father’s House, Jhn 14:2.) 
 
Before the foundation of the earth, God “foreknew” us, creating each soul, or seed, in a unique 
manner.  And later, the heavens and earth were created. 
 
Depending on which seed type we look at, and “where in time”, that it fell, the paths have varied. 
 
Let’s look at your path, the great multitude, “His”, the “good” seeds, that come to faith in Christ 
Jesus just after the resurrection.

You stand “here” today, in the flesh. 
 
Either before, or during tribulation (T), you will be martyred for your faith in Jesus Christ.  
 
But please know that God’s love for His children never fails.  And He knows you.  (Isa 41:10, 
Isa 43:2, Isa 49:15, Psa 32:8, 2Co 1:3-4, Eph 2:13, Heb 13:5, 1Pe 5:7, Php 4:19, Mat 6:26, 
Psa 46:1, Pro 18:24, and many more!)   
 
This is good news! 
 
Your earthly body, flesh and bones, will remain in the ground until 'your' resurrection, but your 
“soul" will proceed directly to the Throne room in Eternity. 
 
There, before the throne of God,  you will serve him, day and night in his temple, and He will 
shelter you with His presence. (Rev. 7:15)  
 
When God completes His judgments: and pours out the seven bowls of His wrath on this earth, 
(Rev. 16:1-17) there will be ‘rejoicing’ in the throne room. (Rev 19:1-5)  
 
And a loud, thundering roar comes from the great multitude, saying, “Hallelujah! For the Lord 
our God the Almighty reigns!   
Let us rejoice and exult and give ‘him’ the glory, for the marriage of the Lamb has come, and his 
wife has made herself ready.” (Rev 19:6-7) 
 
 
Then Jesus, now called, “The Word of God”, returns and puts an end to tribulation.   (Rev 
19:11-21)   
 
Over the next 75 days, the transition to the 1,000 year Kingdom takes place. (Reference the 
“Wait a Little Longer?” icon  “?????” between “T” and “K” on The Word of God page.) 
 
You, the great multitude, are judged by the 24 elders on the thrones, the congregation.  
Then you come to life, that is, ‘resurrected’, and join us, the ‘congregation’, and together we 
begin to reign with Christ for a thousand years! (Rev. 4:4, Rev. 20:4) 
 
Sin still exists in the Kingdom, and Satan has been chained in a bottomless pit for 1,000 years.  
(A detailed view of life in the 1,000 year Kingdom can be found in Ezekiel chapters 40-48.) 
 
And after 1,000 years Satan is released for a little while, and he deceives the nations and they 
march on the beloved city, but fire comes down from heaven and consumes them. 
 
Satan is thrown into the lake of fire and sulfur, and is tormented day and night forever and ever. 
  
The Earth and the sky flee away from the face of Him who is seated on a Great White Throne.  
(This is the same Throne that we see in Rev. 4:4, God’s.)
