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CANDLES, CANDLES, AND A GROUNDHOG 

The Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick will be offered after the 9:30 Mass on February 6th.

   Thursday, February 3, is the Feast of St. Blaise.  St Blaise lived in the 4

th
 

century.  In addition to being a bishop, he was also a physician.  He is credited 
with miraculously saving a young boy who was choking.  Because of this holy 
event, he became the patron saint of the throat.  Traditionally, on his feast day a 
special blessing of throats is offered to the faithful.  This practice continues to this 
day.  The blessing of throats will take place on Thursday after the 9:00 AM Mass. 
 
   Before we get to the Feast of St. Blaise, there is another day in which the 
Church uses candles.  It takes place the day before, on Wednesday, February 2.  
The primary focus for this day is the Presentation of the Lord.  This always takes 
place 40 days after Christmas.  Its history is rooted in the traditional Jewish 
purification rites that would take place after the birth of a child.  The scripture 
readings and the prayers at Mass focus on this moment in the life of Mary, 
Joseph and the child Jesus. 
 
   Somewhere along the line, another (lesser known) tradition blended itself into 
this day.  It is sometimes called Candlemas Day.  The history of this tradition is 
somewhat sketchy.  Many attribute its birthplace to England and Scotland going 
back to the 7

th
 century.  The practice started when people brought all the candles 

they were to use in the coming year to Church so that the priest might bless 
them.  The tradition began in farming communities, and the hope was that if 
enough people brought enough candles then their light would be able to 
ñoutshine the sun.ò  If there were enough candles, that would mean the winter 
would soon end and spring would come early.  For farming communities an early 
spring was always a welcome gift.  There is another detail of the day that I cannot 
explain, but crepes were the appropriate food to prepare for dinner.  This year, I 
invite you to bring whatever candles you may use in your home, and they will be 
blessed.  You are welcome to bring as many candles as you like to the 9:00 Mass 
on Wednesday, February 2.  And you are invited to make crepes for dinner.  
 
   Iôm not sure when and where Groundhog Day came along, but that certainly 
gets more attention than Candlemas Day.  There is a similarity in terms of 
predicting an early spring or long winter, but Iôm not sure how the groundhog was 
chosen as the celebrity of the day.  Whether the groundhog fails to see his 
shadow, or there be an abundance of candles brought to Mass on Wednesday, I 
pray that we may enjoy the blessing of an early spring.
