CHANGING A LIGHT BULB

If a longer title to this article could fit it would read, “How many Catholics does it take
to change a light bulb?” | wish this were a joke with a funny punchline. Unfortunately,
the answer could be complicated and costly. You may have noticed there are now
two burned out light bulbs adjacent to the main aisle. It's not as simple as getting a
ladder and changing it. The bulb towards the front of the worship area has been out
for several months. We already got a scissor lift (at the cost of almost $1,000 which
was generously paid for by a parishioner) and tried changing the bulb. It is not a bulb
issue; the fixture is no longer getting power. We haven't tried to get to the other
fixture yet, but that will be more complicated as it is suspended over pews. We either
need to remove pews or get scaffolding to reach the fixture. Perhaps it is just the
bulb, or perhaps that fixture has failed as well.

Here’s where it gets complicated. The current fixtures are incandescent bulbs
which are no longer available. There is no LED replacement bulb that will fit the
fixture. Even if there were a bulb that would fit, the control/dimming system we have
cannot accommodate LED bulbs. So, we are potentially looking at needing new
fixtures, a new control/dimming system, and the complexity of accessing the ceiling to
change and potentially re-wire the fixtures. If all this is required, it will be an
enormous cost and effort.

We have been looking to update the lighting system since before Covid. We had
numerous electrical contractors look at what is needed, and they all declined even to
give a bid. No one wants to work with the control system we have. We contacted the
maker of that system, Lutron, and they have been slowly working up a proposal. |
hope to get an estimate in the coming weeks. If anyone has expertise in any of these
areas, | would love to talk to you.

A most happy Mother’s Day to all moms and those who offer motherly love and
guidance. Through the years this day has become a “Hallmark holiday.” It really
could be a holy day. In the celebration of Mother’s Day, it is a recognition of a call
from God. To be entrusted with the care of a child or children is a tremendous
statement of God’s trust in us.

On this special day, we pray that you may be filled with gratitude for all God has given
to you, and to continue to allow that gift to unfold in your life.

LITURGY BYTES

A Different View

Because it is Sacrament season with not only Baptisms, but First
Communions, Confirmations and even ordinations happening
within May and June, | wanted to look at a different approach to
our “Amen” when celebrating the Sacraments and our greatest gift,
the Mass.

The words pay attention are often said to us at different times in our lives, especially as
children, but | must admit it does continue into adulthood, too. It is important and not easy.
This is why we still need to work on it as adults. Something else to realize is that it is so very
helpful when it comes to fully participating in liturgy, especially the Mass. | would like to spend
a little time on the subject of active participation on two levels: attending to the liturgy as it
unfolds, and attending to the movements of our hearts before, during and after the celebration.
Hope you are on board! These are both essential to the full, active participation that those
Liturgical documents from the Second Vatican Council describe.

Keep in mind that active participation describes first what God does, and only then what we
do. Liturgy is God’s action, God’s initiative, and God’s gift. Liturgy is God’s participation in the
life of the world and in the midst of this community. Liturgy is God’s gift and God’s work in us
and among us. Liturgy is God’s initiative, drawing us together with the human race and the
whole of creation to form one body in Christ. It requires a response from us for sure.
However, we need to ask, how do we respond? Simple answer---by paying attention!
