   I’m writing this on Wednesday morning. Traditionally, this (the last Wednesday 
of June) is “moving day” for all priests in our Diocese who are changing 
assignments.  Many of you remember Fr. John Sureau.  He spent his first six 
months as a newly ordained priest here in 2012.  This year he is moving from 
being pastor at St. John the Evangelist in Center Moriches to St. Brigid in 
Westbury.  You will remember the extraordinary energy, creativity and pastoral 
care John brought to his ministry.  Although he is flexible and has a great attitude, 
this is still a difficult move for him.  Please keep him in your prayers.   
 
   As you know, priests coming and going are part of the fabric of life in our 
Diocese.  While we know it is part of the “deal,” it is never easy to make these 
transitions when they happen.  I know it will be hard for me when my day comes, 
which is probably three years from now.  When worry and dread kick in, it creates 
a lot of negative energy which is not terribly helpful.

Living in the present moment is 
much richer than living in the fear of what might be.  Jesus said “be not afraid” a 
whole bunch of times; he knew what was in the hearts of so many. 
 
   Moments of gratitude come about in various circumstances.  Sometimes it is 
great celebration or something profound.  Other times it is doing something 
routine or quite ordinary, and we realize even then we are blessed.  Most of the 
time the content of these articles does not come to mind in front of my computer 
screen.  Tuesday evening in the fading minutes of twilight I was trimming a shrub 
in my yard.  I had an overwhelming sense of how fortunate I am.  I am in a 
beautiful place, surrounded by many good and holy people.  Being here at home 
is a great blessing which offers life in abundance.   
 
   I was delighted with our Welcome to Summer barbeque last Sunday.  In total, 
about 100 parishioners attended the gathering on the front lawn of my house.  It 
was a picture perfect Sunday afternoon.

The First Great Awakening, a religious revival 
begun in the 1740s, infused the American colo-
nists with a zeal for independence in religious 
practice as well as government, thus reinforcing 
the principle of freedom from religious persecu-
tion and for religious freedom, that brought the 
first settlers to America.   
  
After almost a year of trying to resolve their dif-
ferences with Britain concerning many griev-
ances, together with taxation without represen-
tation (the colonists had no say in the decisions 
of the English Parliament even though they 
were English citizens), in May 1776, the 13 col-
onies sent delegates to the Second Continental 
Congress in Philadelphia.  After nearly two 
months of prayer, discussion and debate, these 
"Founders" approved the Declaration of Inde-
pendence, drafted by Thomas Jefferson. 
  
"We hold these Truths to be self-evident, 
that all Men are created equal, that they are 
endowed by their Creator with certain unal-
ienable Rights, that among these are Life, 
Liberty, and the Pursuit of Happiness."  

  
"Religious thinking, religious questioning and 
religious faith permeated the Revolution and 
the Founding," wrote world history author, H. 
McDougal.  "The American cause was pro-
foundly religious for Protestants and Deists 
alike because both identified America's future 
with a Providential (God) design."
