The senior paralegal
assisted the Receiver’s with a project that arose out of the ING settlement. Her hours for the
months of August, September and October of 2021 were 38.60; her time was invoiced at $50.00
per hour which is one-third of her normal hourly rate for a total of $1,920.00.

The Hohmann Law Firm incurred expenses from InterPret Language Services $100.00 on
October 27, 2021, for a French translation of a Waiver of Recourse Against Order of Restitution
for Emed Echadi.

The Receiver requests the Court enter the proposed Order filed with this Motion to approve

the payment of total expenses of USD $52,316.93 referenced above. The expenses were both

reasonable and necessary for the Receiver to fulfill his Court-ordered duties.
