Intensive Outpatient Treatment (859-491-4435) in Covington offers group and individual counseling,
education and relapse prevention training to men and women over a 6-8 month period. 10P
expectations are individualized and based on participation.

Mental Health Therapy (859-491-4435) consists of high quality, compassionate and ethical outpatient
mental health therapy to clients using best clinical practices to maximize treatment process and
outcomes. Treatment plans are individualized to best meet the needs of our clients; therefore length in
outpatient mental health counseling is dependent on client need and therapist recommendation.
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Targeted Case Management includes work to assist our clients to effectively function in the community
and/or to prepare for reintegration into the community. They do this by providing services which include,
but are not limited to, crisis intervention, advocacy, medication monitoring, transportation assistance,
financial assistance, ADL assistance, referral and linkage to community resources. Contact (859) 491-

-Vocational Rehabilitation / Supportive Employment Program assist consumers who are having
challenges finding employment. Transitions’ Program works in coordination with Kentucky’s Office of
Vocational Rehabilitation (OVR). Contact (859) 491-4435 for more information.

Transitions’ Grateful Life Center is a voluntary alcohol and other drug program, therapeutic community
and long-term supportive housing program for residents committed to clean, sober and positive living. In
this community, all residents learn to help each other through a “buddy system”, assisting those who
have been in treatment for a shorter period. Residents are assisted by staff, mentors, 12-step sponsors,
fellow residents and community volunteers.

-Housing Plus program provides apartments or group homes set aside for homeless or chronically
homeless persons with disabilities. Supportive housing includes ongoing case management to assist
the tenants with everyday living problems and employment.

MENTAL HEALTH & TRAUMA TREATMENT

Mental health treatment: 24-hour supervised care for individuals experiencing psychosis or severe
emotional or behavioral changes related to depression or anxiety, experiencing impairments of
functioning, or other psychiatric conditions that may present themselves as a potential harm to
themselves or others.

Chemical dependency detoxification: Individuals struggling with addiction receive close medical
monitoring to safely detoxify from alcohol, opiates and other prescription drugs. Dual diagnosis
treatment: Designed for those who are struggling with substance/chemical dependency in conjunction
with psychiatric disorders such as PTSD, depression and/or mood disorders.

Substance use treatment: A program structured to support recovering patients, including those who
have completed detox in the development of relapse prevention skills.

Partial Hospitalization Program (PHP): A short-term, high intensity therapeutic and recovery-focused
program for those who do not require 24-hour care or hospitalization. Patients typically spend five to six
hours per day participating in psychotherapy groups, medication management, recreational therapy and
educational groups.

Intensive Outpatient Program (IOP): Individuals typically receive intensive outpatient therapy and
counseling three days a week. Supervised medication management, group therapy, education, training
and skill building may be offered as part of intensive outpatient treatment.

These sites are for homeless Veterans though the Grant per diem
program as they cannot accept Veterans that have housing. This is especially true of
housing through HUD/VASH regardless of the circumstances of the residence (e.g.
apartment is not conducive to sobriety). However, please note, that Joseph House is able
to accept Veterans with Medicaid in a non-GPD shelter bed but Veteran or referring
Provider will need to contact the intake coordinator Katie Waits at
Katie.waits@josephhouse.com. GPD Liaisons would not be consulted for these
admissions/ referrals. In this context, housing defined as any apartment, house,
residence where the Veteran is permitted to stay. These sites are subject to change.
