FIRST READING: 1 Kings 19:15-16, 19-21

In the story preceding today’s reading, the prophet Elijah flees for his life to the security of God'’s
mountain. There God reveals to Elijah that there are still other faithful people in Israel and com-
missions him to anoint new leaders, including his own successor, Elisha.

A reading from 1 Kings.
15Then the LORD said to [Elijah,] “Go, return on your way to the wilderness of Da-
mascus; when you arrive, you shall anoint Hazael as king over Aram. ¢ Also you
shall anoint Jehu son of Nimshi as king over Israel; and you shall anoint Elisha son
of Shaphat of Abel-meholah as prophet in your place.”

17So he set out from there, and found Elisha son of Shaphat, who was plow-
ing. There were twelve yoke of oxen ahead of him, and he was with the twelfth.
Elijah passed by him and threw his mantle over him. 20 He left the oxen, ran after

Elijah, and said, “Let me kiss my father and my mother, and then | will follow
you."” Then Elijah said to him, “Go back again; for what have | done to you?" ?!
He returned from following him, fook the yoke of oxen, and slaughtered them;
using the equipment from the oxen, he boiled their flesh, and gave it to the
people, and they ate. Then he set out and followed Elijah, and became his
servant.

SECOND READING: Galatians 5:1, 13-25

For Paul, the freedom Christ gives is not permission to do whatever we want. It is the invitation to
be what we could not be otherwise. The power and guidance of Christ's Holy Spirit produce a
different kind of life, one marked by the fruit of this Holy Spirit.

“You shall love your neighbor as yourself.” 1°If, however, you bite and devour
one another, take care that you are not consumed by one another.
