If you would like to include the Hornby Island Community Fund in your will, you may provide the following wording to your lawyer.
Sample Gift Language
To give [$___ / ___% / the residue] of my Estate to the Vancouver Foundation,
charitable registration #11928 1640 RR0001,
specifically to be added to the Hornby Community Fund.
We recommend discussing this wording with your lawyer or financial advisor when preparing or updating your will.
