MINUTES
	The Board of Trustees, Town of Harrold, met in regular session on June 8, 2026 at City Hall. President Becker called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with Dean Becker, Marty Winckler, and Mike Bartels, Trustees, and Sarah Rheinbolt, Finance Officer in attendance. Jonathan Hanson and Jordan Hanson were also in attendance.
	NOTE: All motions are unanimous unless otherwise noted.
	MOTION by Becker to approve the Agenda for the June 8th meeting. Second by Bartels. Motion carried.
	MOTION by Becker to appoint Jonathan Hanson to complete Marty Winckler’s term and complete the Oath of Office. Second by Bartels. Motion carried, Winckler abstained from voting.
	MOTION by Hanson to approve the minutes from the May11th regular meeting. Second by Bartels. Motion carried.
	Discussion was held regarding the requirement to rip rap the second lagoon at the sewer site. Sharpe Enterprises estimated $72,000 to rip rap.  
	MOTION by Bartels to approve rip rapping the sewer lagoon for approximately $72,000 by Sharpe Enterprises. Second by Hanson. Motion carried.
	Discussion was held for the water tower removal.  Removal by Iseler Demolition will be approximately $70,000 for crane disassembly and removal, or $52,000 to tip and remove.  
	MOTION by Becker to approve Iseler Demolition to tip the water tower and remove for approximately $52,000. Second by Hanson. Motion carried.
	Discussion was held on trying to get the road resurfaced and curb and gutter done for two blocks of Wyman Avenue.  In order to begin getting quotes of the estimated cost, Brosz would need to survey and make an engineering plan so contractors would have specs to begin pricing.  	
	MOTION by Bartels to approve Brosz Engineering to begin surveying and engineering plans on resurface of Wyman. Second by Bartels. Motion carried.
	MOTION by Bartels to approve the membership for Central South Dakota Enhancement District for 2027. Dues will  be about $550 and will be invoiced to us in 2027. Second by Hanson. Motion carried.
	Most recent updates on the railroad crossing indicate that Sharpe Enterprises is still trying to get approval from the railroad and has tried to escalate the request within the railroad, but so far no response from the railroad.  The Multi Community Cure in Place project should be beginning soon.
	Board asked finance officer to follow up with Mid Dakota on the sewer rates for commercial businesses as well as speaking to Iseler Demolition and Sharpe Enterprises regarding the approved projects previously mentioned.
	The following bills were approved for payment: Highmore Herald $30.78, publishing; Mid Dakota Water $122.00, sewer; Poppe Enterprises $64.00, pest control; Caps Trail Service $53.02, gas; Hoffman Oil $72.87, reissue check; Envirotech $110.65, trash; Sarah Rheinbolt $526.10, wage; Cardmember Service $76.29, printer ink; Brosz Engineering $2847.90, final CIPP payment; Northwestern Energy $1288.33, power; Venture Communications $168.79, internet.
