Grandmaôs trusty Singer 
sat on a large sewing table in another corner, 
topped with lots of spools of colored thread 
and a red pincushion punctured by hundreds 
of pins. 
 

Although I knew that Grandpa would already 
be up, I would ease out of bed and quietly 
descend the stairs, hoping to surprise him.  It 
never worked.  Grandpa would be sitting in 
his chair at the head of the dining room table, 

slowly sipping coffee as he read the morning 
paper.  With a twinkle in his eye, he would 
warmly greet me with a ñGood Morning, 
Chrisò before I even made it halfway down.  
As I grew into my teenage years, I finally 
gave up my sneaky ways and just clomped 
down those stairs, knowing that Grandpa 
would always be awake before I was.  
  
Throughout all my visits while growing up, I 
found that every morningôs descent down 
those cherished stairs always held a promise 
of learning and guidance, comfort and love.  
Grandma taught me cleanliness, good man-
ners and prayers before bedtime.  She encour-
aged faithful performance of simple chores 
and smiled when I made myself available to 
help her with the garden she tended.  I greatly 
miss her warm, caring presenceéand yes, she 
was the best cook in the world.  Grandpa was 
largely responsible for teaching me how to 
draw and encouraged my time spent with his 
many pencils in his little studio off the kitch-
en.  It was he who said the grace before every 
supper and he encouraged my boyhood devel-
opment with common sense advice, backed 
by an inherent wisdom and a belief in the 
teachings of Jesus.  He lived a good life of 
100 years & he remains always a hero to me.
