FOR AFFORDABLE HOUSING

AWARENESS CAMPAIGN

Vincent White, Vice President of the Delaware Affordable
Housing Group and Wilmington City Council's 1st District
Council Member, successfully walked from Wilmington to
Dover to bring awareness to the lack of affordable
housing in Delaware. Councilman White's walk began on
May 16, 2023 at New Castle County Board of Realtors
Headquarters in Wilmington and walked over 50 miles to
the Legislative Hall in Dover, DE. He arrived at Legislative
Hall the following afternoon on May 17, 2023.

"I'm walking to Dover to bring attention to the need to
create more affordable and permanent supportive

housing, and I'm committed to doing my part to make that
a reality." . \
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During this walk, Councilman White had an opportunity to
stop in several communities to discuss the importance of
affordable housing. Once he arrived in Dover, he was
given the opportunity to address the State House of
Representatives where he was warmly greeted with a
standing ovation. During his speech, Councilman White
shared his story of camping overnight in Smyrna and his
gratefulness to Governor Carney's additional $30-million-
dollar housing infusion in the 2023 State Budget.
However, the main focus of his speech was the continued

Councilman White sees the need for more to be done at
all levels of Government to reduce the regulatory and
financial barriers to homeownership in Delaware.
Councilman White also shared that his idea to make this
walk began prior to COVID-19 and is still necessary. The
walk represents how many Delawareans spend days and
nights walking to find decent shelter for their families.

It is his belief that all Delawareans deserve access to
affordable housing and that by working together, we can
help ensure they all have a place to call home.
