Comments made were - The projected development plans appear inconsistent with the declared usage, there were some concerns as to the validity under SP3 and DM8 of planning regulations.


b) 25/01758/HOUSE, Riverlyn House Main Street Fiskerton  NG25 0UH, additional bay to garage

Supported by 4 votes to 0. 

c) 25/01752/HOUSE, Merton Cottage Main Street Fiskerton  NG25 0UL, Extensions and alterations to existing dwelling.

Opposed by 4 votes to 0.

Comments were that There was a concern that the declared “extension to outside living” would be an obtrusion into neighbour’s sound and vision privacy. The glass would be obtrusion into streetscene. The conservation officers’ comments were also noted and supported.
