“It' s good, independent life,” said Bill. “You're your own boss”.

Joel pointed to each one around the table. They all laughed!

Joel used to be largely at somebody's side, watching and listening, lending a hand, or going on the run
for a tractor or forgotten tool. He tock the occasional bossing he got in stride. Now, he is so busy with this own
work that he is no longer available to be everybody's “go-fer’.
