I'm on this road and T love it."

Academic Influences: For guidance and pleasure, I have looked to painters like Winslow Homer and
his tropics paintings, George Bellows and George Luks, Sergi Bongart, John Singer Sargent, A. Zorn
and Joaquin Sorolla, Sam Harris, Carl Runguis, Mary Cassatt, Gustave Caillebotte, Edward Hopper,
George Tooker, Nicholi Fechin, and especially William Wendt and Edgar Payne. My contemporary
heroes are many and include my two respected teachers: Craig Nelson, and Van Waldron, who
passed away two years ago.
